Public Works building open

Plus new street
names, lights

WAUPACA - Tucked in
a neighborhood off of Roy-
alton Street, a small section
of Waupaca got a big make-
over. The new Public Works
building is officially open
and the city hosted an open
house on June 14.

The main part of the build-
ing is the cavernous garage
area and now all of the city’s
vehicles and heavy equip-
ment are under one roof.

Previously, ~ employees
had to bounce between four
buildings to access equip-
ment. It was estimated in
earlier studies that this will
save the city $30,000 per
year now those back-and-
forth  inefliciencies have
been eliminated.

Arranged with military-
like order were excavators,
skid steers, numerous work
trucks, a street sweeper,
dump trucks, mowers, a lift
truck, front loaders, a trac-
tor and trailers. The space
is airy and open and there
is enough room for drivers

to park trucks or machines
without feeling cramped or
leaving door dings.
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The other equipment is
organized in a neat and effi-
cient manner. Along the walls

were racks holding a fleet of
chainsaws and outdoor tools.

There is a section of lockers
holding muck boots, high-
vis rain jackets and hardhats.
There are pallet racks holding
mortar mix and traffic paint.
There are two side storage
rooms containing street signs
organized like library books.
Numerous shelves held vari-
ous machinery and oil filters
like a tidy auto parts store.

Down a hallway are some
offices and that leads to
a break room that can be
subdivided into a meeting
room by using an accordion
folding partition. There is a
public entrance area and Di-
rector of Public Works Jus-
tin Berrens wrote a history
of the site and a biography
of LeRoy “Hobby” Haber-
korn. It is framed and hangs
on the entryway wall.

At a gathering of approxi-
mately 100 people in front
of the Public Works build-
ing Mayor Brian Smith ad-
dressed the group: “It has
been a long time coming
and it’s an incredible build-
ing but we've made this even

Two streets,

new names

City Administrator Aar-
on Jenson took to the po-
dium and explained how
city staff wanted to recog-
nize the sporting history of
the site.

Mayor Smith suggested
renaming the two streets
that intersected at the cor-
ner: Michigan and Hard-

ing.

“We gather to honor
these two remarkable indi-
viduals whose dedications
and contributions have left
an indelible mark on our
community. It is with great
pride that we celebrate
John Koronkiewicz and
LeRoy Haberkorn by nam-
ing these streets in their
honor,” said Jenson.

Haberkorn passed away
in 1998 and he lived a rich
life of many endeavors and
accomplishments: as an
athlete and Hall of Fame
coach, as a WWII vet and
Purple Heart recipient, Ri-
pon College alumni, Wau-
paca High School teacher
and as a volunteer with a
giant list of civic activities
where he held many leader-
ship positions.

Jenson  described a
lengthy list of coaching
accomplishments that Ko-
ronkiewicz pulled off while
coaching in Waupaca such
as 582 combined wins in
baseball and football.

“When asked what he
liked most about coaching,
he said developing relation-
ships with the kids,” said
Jenson who noted that it
was not a cliché. He said his
athletes would run through
a wall for him because he
deeply cared about them as
young men.

Berrens presented Ko-
ronkiewicz with a duplicate
street sign of Koronk Way
who stepped up to the mi-
crophone. He said he came
to Waupaca in 1976 as a
recent UW-Oshkosh grad.
For the next 40 years he
worked, played and raised a
family. He said he was for-
tunate to teach and coach

thousands of students.

Koronkiewicz paused as
he got choked up. He froze
his face to hold back some
tears.

“I have to admit I like
the name Koronk Way.
Because there is a Koronk
way: Work hard. Don’t give
in. Try to see the good in
people. Be humble. Laugh
when you can. Cry when
you need to,” he said. “I
wasn't born here and this
might not be my final rest-
ing place but Waupaca will
always be my home.”

On the street corner of
the intersection formerly
known as Michigan and
Harding, two public works
employees pulled off a fab-
ric cover to reveal the new
crossroad street signs of
Koronk Way and Haber-
korn Court. There was a
big round of applause.

Li%hts at Lakemen
Shortly after the new
signs were unveiled, the
crowd filtered over to
Community First Lakemen
Field and the ballpark was
packed for the official fir-
ing up of the new lighting
system that was recently
installed this spring. As
the Lakemen warmed up
to play the Hortonville
Stars, there was the sound
of cracking bats and snap-
ping glove leather mixed
with music booming from
the new speakers that came
with upgraded lighting sys-
tem.

The smell of bratwurst
and popcorn filled the air.
The bleachers were full
along with the picnic tables
scattered around the field.

A couple of the new lights
were turned on as shadows
grew long in the infield as
the sun went down over the
treetops.

Speaking from the in-
field with a microphone,
Parks and Recreation Di-
rector Laura Colbert said
this was accomplished by
the city staff, the players
and fans who “understand
the value of holding onto
America’s favorite pastime.”
She thanked Josh Peterson
of the parks department for
his determination on seeing
this project through to the
end.

A total of $469,000 was
donated for the upgrades
at the ballpark. A large
sign listing the donors was
attached to the rear of the
grandstand.

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Catch-A-Ride hits milestone

10,000 rides

WAUPACA - “For me it’s
a very happy day that we'e
celebrating 10,000 rides. I
live in New London where
we do not have a taxi or bus
service. If you want a job or
you're car breaks down, good
luck getting to work. This has
been a godsend for us. I think
its affected a lot of people’s
lives and they are much bet-
ter off,” said Waupaca Coun-
ty Supervisor David Morack.

People gathered at the
Waupaca County  Board
room to celebrate an achieve-
ment of a partnership that
has provided 10,000 rides to
people who have difficulty
getting around.

The Waupaca County
Economic  Development
Corporation ~ (WCEDC),
Feonix -Mobility Rising, and
Make the Ride Happen used
Workforce Innovation Grant
funds in reduce rural trans-
portation barriers to employ-
ment in the community.

The group launched their
catch-a-ride services in Feb-
ruary 2023 and they have

the chicken or the egg? You
got to get a job so you can af-
ford a car. And you need a car
s0 you can go get a job,” said
Morack.

The catch-a-ride program
is not just about getting to
work. People have used the
service to get to doctors ap-
pointments, court dates,
classes or daycare.

“Your work is truly mak-
ing a difference. A year ago
we celebrated 1,000 rides.
Were looking at ways to
bring your example forward
to a broader statewide audi-
ence,” said Assistant Deputy
Secretary Jennifer Sereno of
the Wisconsin Department
of Workforce Development.

Sereno noted that she was
recently in Ashland and busi-
nesses there draw employees
from several surrounding
counties. Ashland  doesnt
have much for public trans-
portation and people in rural
areas have the same challeng-
es of getting to work as they

do the Waupaca area.

“I think some of the les-
sons you have learned and
the approaches that you have
taken with this ride-share sys-
tem could pay dividends for
others around the state,” said
Sereno.

Valerie Lefler, the founder
and executive director of
Feonix-Mobility Rising, said
she was raised on a dairy farm
near a town with a popula-
tion of 96 “if you count the
cats and dogs.” She said she
grew up very awate of the dif-
ficulty of getting around in
rural areas.

“Waupaca County is lead-
ing the nation in creating
transportation  solutions.
They are talking about what
is happening in Waupaca
County in the halls of D.C.
on the Hill. We are expand-
ing the Waupaca County’s
Catch-a-Ride in Tennessee.
Were looking to expand it
in Texas and muldple other
communities,” said Lefler.

At the height of the cam-
paign, one plane landed ev-
ery 45 seconds at Tempelhof
Airport. It was one of the
great moments for the newly
independent U.S. Air Force.

The crisis ended when Soviet
forces lifted the blockade on
land access to western Berlin.

WAUPACA - Jackie
Stroik is on a citywide scav-
enger hunt that transcends
decades.

She is hunting for any-
thing related to Zwicker
Knitting Mills.

Jackie and her husband
Mike Stroik own H.H. Hin-
der Brewing Company and
they purchased the building
next door that used to be
the home of Zwicker Knit-
ting Mills.

Their plan is to remodel
the huge building as an
event space and they want
to incorporate the history of
Zwicker Knitting Mills into
the interior.

“If someone had actual
Zwicker apparel like hats
or gloves I'd love to frame
them up in a shadow box
and hang them up as art-
work. Anything Zwicker—
products, advertisements or
mechanical things they used
in the factory,” said Stroik.

They named one smaller
room as the Zwicker Room
and the inside pub is named
the Purl Pub (referencing a
single-rib knitting pattern
known by the phrase: knit
one, purl one). The entire
building will be named
Eight10 which is derived
from the street address.

Stroik has put the word
out about her interest in
Zwicker and reached out
to the Waupaca Historical
Society and has gotten a few
leads that have helped her
piece together the history
of the company and the im-
pact it had on the Waupaca
community.

Zwicker Knitting Mills
opened in 1957 and an ad-
dition was built in 1969. At
one time 170 women were
running knitting machines

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Restoring balance to agriculture

According to USDA statis-
tics, lowa and Minnesota ap-
pear to produce the most pork
in the country.

But in the real world of
agricultural subsidies, i.e. the
2024 Farm Bill now making
its way through Congess, you
could make the argument that
more lucrative “pork” is pro-
duced in Washington D.C.
than on the farm.

And like the porcine tail at
the end of a massive corpus,
only a small “wiggle” of funds
makes it into the pockets of
most farmers.

Subsidies originally were
created in the 1930s to pro-
vide financial relief for farm-
ers and ensure domestic food
supplies during the Great De-
pression. Conservation prac-
tices, designed to incentivize
cropping methods that would
protect soil and water quality,
were a strong element of early
programs.

Because agriculture can be
affected by many variables
including weather and price
volatility, there continues to be
a legitimate need to support
income stability for farmers
and consistent food supplies
for consumers. But in the last
30 years, the parallel emphasis
on conservation has been di-
minished.

Instead, support payments
increasingly focused on ex-
panding the production of
corn, soy and CAFOs in the
Midwest, especially for ex-
port and non-food uses. That
change profited a smaller
group of players; large scale,
two-crop operations, middle-
men that process those com-
modities and non-farming
owners of agricultural land.
That was no accident.

Commodity
payments

Since 2018, over 27% of
commodity payments have
gone to the 1% largest sized
agriculture  operations.  Ac-
cording to the USDA and Bu-
reau of Statistics, 48% of that
acreage was owned by off-field
entities including corpora-
tions with industry links, and
private equity groups with for-
eign and domestic ties.

Cargill, the largest middle-
man in the US, reported $177
billion in US income in 2023.
As a mostly private, family-
owned company, Cargill’s an-
nual profits and land assets are
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not disclosed, but 21 family
members are currently ranked
as billionaires (Forbes 2023).

In 2023, $178 Billion was
reported spent on lobbying by
the industrial agriculture in-
terests. 57% of those lobbyists
are former elected ofhcials and
government employees once
responsible for writing agricul-
tural legislation. (opensecrets.
org)

And unfortunately, the
current Farm Bill, which just
passed the House and awaits
Senate  action,  continues
those misguided priorities and
threatens to make even bigger
losers out of small farmers, ru-
ral communities and consum-
ers.

For farmers, linking subsidy
payments overwhelmingly to
corn and soybean production
has discouraged more varied
and sustainable agriculture
practices. Instead, they have
incentivized higher inputs of
fertilizers and pesticides, ex-
tensive monocropping, and
consolidation to maintain vi-
ability.

For rural communities,
consolidation of farms has
meant declining populations
and shuttering of local busi-
nesses, especially in areas with-
out other economic streams.

From 2017 to 2021, the
number of Wisconsin farms
decreased by 10%, while the
value of agricultural products
rose from $11.4 million to
$16.7 Million in the same pe-
riod. (WI Farm Bureau) Ob-
viously, most of that bounty
did not stay local.

For consumers, rural and
urban alike, development
of the corn/soy/CAFO in-
frastructure has been a poor
investment and a bad faith
bargain. It has been well docu-
mented how traces of pesti-
cides and other chemicals now
inundate food supplies, from
commercially grown  veg-
etables to off-the-shelf grain
cereals.

How ironic that in this
current iteration of highly
subsidized food production,

consumers must pay extra for
food recommended as less
toxic, i.e. organic.

Rising water
pollution

Add in the rising water pol-
lution problems  throughout
the Midwest traced directly to
industrial agricultural meth-
ods. Unsafe nitrate and pes-
ticide levels in private wells,
municipal water supplies and
stream run-off are a docu-
mented fact in the entire re-
gion. Cost estimates to replace
unsafe wells in  Wisconsin
alone begin at $443 million.

Full resource remediation
costs may be incalculable giv-
en the scope of the problem.
Growing evidence of serious
health problems and rising
healthcare costs linked to these
substances are also emerging.

Even those real conse-
quences however dont rise to
the brazen level of bad faith
thetoric from the industrial
agricultural complex that in-
sists that this is the only way
we can “feed the world”.

The most obvious real-
ity check is the case of corn,
where half the annual produc-
tion isn’t for food, but manu-
factured into ethanol. On top
of the negative environmental
and health affects noted above
from corn cropping, ethanol
production has never been a
very efficient way to produce
energy, even in the 1970s.
That is especially true now
compared to renewable sourc-
es that have become cheaper
and much more efficient.

Ethanol industry claims
that it was a “cleaner” fuel were
negated by University of Wis-
consin and Minnesota 2022
studies showing that high lev-
els of benzene and carbon di-
oxide were a byproduct of fuel
processing.

Not deterred, the corn in-
dustry, and new partner, the
fossil fuel industry, is turning
that on its head by proposing
a system of pipelines from
ethanol plants in Iowa to un-
derground storage in the Da-
kotas to meet carbon emission
standards. Taxpayer funded of

course.

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Hoffman retires from newspaper

CLINTONVILLE - A
familiar face in the Clinton-
ville business community
has officially retired.

In 1979, Jeff Hoffman
began his storied career in
print sales and newspapers.

The 1974 graduate of
Gresham High School at-
tended the University of
Wisconsin-Oshkosh where
he earned his bachelor’s de-
gree in marketing.

Fresh out of college,
Hoffman took a job close
to home selling advertising
at the Shawano Evening
Leader.

“Back then, weeklies were
thriving,” said Hoffman.

Hoffman remembers
when the paper operated
out of the old theater build-
ing in Shawano before con-
structing its new operation
on Green Bay Road.

By the mid-80s Jeff left
his sales and marketing
post at the paper and sold
homes for a few years be-
fore answering the call into
a sales position with Walter
Gleason, a longtime owner
of the Clintonville Tribune-
Gazette.

Gleason and his wife Ar-
leen owned the T-G since

1951.

Joining T-G
sales staff

Gleason joined the T-G
in 1941 as its news editor,
but left to serve in the U.S.
armed forces during World
War IL.

After returning to Clin-
tonville, Gleason and his
wife Arleen entered into
a partnership to buy the
paper and they became
sole owners by 1953. They
owned and operated the pa-
per until their retirement in
1994.

Hoffman recalls their
keen awareness of the many
roles newspapers played in a
community.

“I learned a lot from Walt
and the staff he had work-
ing there,” said Hoffman.

“At the time I was hired
to sell advertising, and re-
place Dick Koeppen, who
had been there around 20
years. He was leaving to
start a business of his own,”
said Hoffman.

Hoffman said his prior
experience selling newspa-
per advertising helped him
land the job.

Over the course of the
next 28 years he would learn
other aspects of the printing

and publishing business.

“I always wanted to learn
the camera,” said Hoffman.
And at a small newspaper
office its pretty much an
“all hands on deck,” ap-
proach when something big
happens.

“They gave me a camera
and it didn’t take long, pho-
tography kind of became a
side thing,” explained Hoff-
man.

Soon he was doing break-
ing news photos, sports
photos, and feature photos
for the community.

“I always had a camera
on my hip for all of those
things.

There are a lot of stories |
covered, and some God aw-
ful stuff too,” he recalled.

Most coworkers at the
paper in one way or an-
other were accustomed to
developing printing plates,
rolling film and developing
film. They also collectively
experienced the transition
from all that old technology
into the digital age.

Hoffman remembers
when Bernice Fuhrmann,
a friend and co-worker at
the Tribune-Gazette, used a
computer with a 2MB hard
drive and Lotus 1,2 and 3
to create a program for pric-
ing print jobs. She retired in
2022.

Thinking back on the
rapid changes in technol-
ogy, Hoffman chuckled at
the 2 MB hard drive.

“The amazing thing is, it
worked,” he said.

Hoffman named

publisher

In 1994 Scott and Marcia
McGraw purchased the T-G
from the Gleasons.

Hoffman  was
publisher.

By then, technology re-
ally started to gain hold in
the industry and modern
computers began replacing
old equipment especially on
the printing and layout side
of things.

In 2000, the McGraws
sold their family of newspa-
pers to Gate House Media.
Inc. Gate House was a na-

tional chain of newspapers
containing around 330
publications.

The print shop in the
back of the building even-
tually was discontinued.

In 2007 Journal Com-
munity Publishing Group
purchased the T-G and
eventually combined it with
several papers in the county
to create the County Post
East.

In 2012 Brown County
Publishing acquired the
County Post East as well as
other publications now part
of Multi-Media Channels,
including the Shoppers’ and
Buyers’ Guides.

In 2014 the company
returned the name Clinton-
ville Tribune-Gazette just
as it was turning 128 years
old.

During his career in
newsprint Hoffman and
fellow staff at the T-G have
earned multiple awards
from the Wisconsin News-
paper Association in both
photography and news cov-
erage.

Hoffman has also helped
win Wisconsin Community
Paper Association awards
for advertising campaigns
in both the Shoppers Guide
and Buyers Guide publica-
tions.

Hoffman said he was very
thankful to serve with his
fellow coworkers over the
years and he will miss them.

He also said it was a priv-
ilege working in the com-
munity that he loves.

“You make a lot of friends
in this business and you see
a lot of the community’s
finest in a job like this,” said
Hoffman.

Retirement plans

Hoffman said he plans
on doing a little more fish-
ing in his retirement and he
plans on staying active in
the community.

Hoffman is a member
of the Clintonville Rotary
Club, and serves on the
board for the Clintonville
Area Foundation.

Customer service moving
to new utilities bhuilding

$12,000 for adding offices

CLINTONVILLE - The customer service
staff of Clintonville Utilities will move from
Clintonville City Hall to the new building be-
ing constructed.

At its June 11 meeting, the Clintonville
Common Council approved moving the cus-
tomer service staff to the new building once
it is finished. It approved an additional con-
struction expenditure, not to exceed $12,000,
for a change order regarding a customer ser-
vice addition to the building.

Ald. Brad Rokus voted against the change
order.

Clintonville Utlities Manager Dave Tichi-
nel told the council that the $12,000 is not
extra money for the project, rather the funds
will come from the contingency fund previ-
ously approved for the project.

Finance meeting

At the June 10 Clintonville Finance and
Personnel Committee meeting, City Ad-
ministrator Caz Muske said there had been
internal communications within the city and
with the citys utility committee regarding the
change.

“Initially when we talked about the design
for the water, electric facility, the billing and
administrative staff was going to stay here
(city hall), for a couple of different reasons,”
Muske said. “But based on the feedback and
continued dialogue, it’s recommended by city
administration and the utility committee and
our department heads to go forward with
moving the operations ladies here to that new

facility.”

She added that the city is recommending
the approval of the additional construction ex-
penditures not to exceed $12,000 to support
the change order.

Tichinel said the office space in the original

He said adding a drive-thru was discussed,
but because of the cost, that idea was elimi-
nated.

City administrator’s report

In the city administrators report for the
June 11 council meeting, Muske stated that
during the mid-2000s, city administration
“observed  efficiency-concerns  with  Utility
Department customer service operations and
desired a more accessible facility; therefore,
moved the Utlity Department customer
service operations to City Hall for the follow-
ing reasons: 1. To improve customer service
operations and 2. To allow customers ease of
access.”

Muske’s report also noted that in 2022, it
was decided not to include the Utlity Depart-
ment customer service operations in the new
building plans because of recent capital expen-
ditures and organizational culture concerns.

“In 2017-2018, $32,500 was expended to
support the retrofit of City Hall to better ac-
commodate the Utlity Department customer
service operations,” Muske said in her report.

Despite that, Muske stated, “While there
are concerns regarding organization culture
and customer convenience, City Administra-
tions role is to support, empower, and trust in
the professional assessment(s) of Department
Heads.”

NDLs cable access to be restored

New equipment
needed

NEW LONDON - The
cable access channel for the
city of New London, which
has not been working since
March of 2023, will eventu-
ally be back on the air once
new equipment is purchased
and installed.

situation.

“Initially, the response
from Charter, the reason
why we were down was be-
cause our equipment failed
in transmitting,” Hoerth
said. “It took me awhile to
figure out how to prove that
(our equipment was work-

ing), but I did prove that

our transmission equip-
ment was working. So, it
was something outside our
building that was the fail-
ure.”

The transmission equip-
ment the city was using and
the receiving equipment
Spectrum Charter was using
was more than 20 years old,
Hoerth said.

“Its old analog equip-
ment. Its beyond its useful
life,” Hoerth said. “It’s defi-
nitely time for an upgrade.”

He added that Charter’s
initially said fixing the issue
would cost $30,000 in new
equipment. In addition,
Charter was going to charge
the city $800 per month for
the transmission line.

At that point, Hoerth said
he told Charter that state
statue “specifically indicates
that they can not charge us
for that transmission.”

“It took me awhile to get
that with them, and have
them agree to that,” Hoerth
said.

He said Charter finally
agreed with that assessment,
adding that the only thing
Charter can charge the city
for is the city’s transmission
equipment and the cost to
set that equipment up.

To get the city’s channel
back up and running, the city
would have a one-time cost
of $7,032 for equipment and
set-up, Hoerth said.

In addition, Charter
would have to update all

their receiving equipment
to a digital format. There
would be no cost to the city
for this.

Hoerth said he expected
it would take around six
months for everything to be
updated and set-up.

“At least I finally got some
indication or plan with
them to actually move for-
ward,” Hoerth said.

Committee Chain Robert
Besaw asked for verification
that there are funds avail-
able in the Cable Reserve
Fund to cover this cost.

Hoerth confirmed that,
stating there is more than
$100,000 in the Cable Re-

serve Fund.

Cable access

channel use

Hoerth said that as time
goes on, the number of
people who view the city’s
cable access channel could
decrease as more people go
online to YouTube.

“So, maybe this is the last
upgrade ever for the cable
access channel,” Hoerth said.
“But we still get comments
about that. There’s a popu-
lation out there, in New
London, that gravitate more
towards cable access channel
than online YouTube. This
is another way that we are
broadcasting our informa-
tion, and getting our infor-
mation out to be transparent
to the community.”

Grant approved for senior bus

City will pay
24% of cost

NEW LONDON - The
city of New London will
receive a $105,000 grant to
put toward the purchase of
a new senior van.

The city will pay $37,985
toward the van.

The New London Com-
mon Council approved fil-
ing the paperwork for the
grant when it met May 21.

The council also ap-
proved an  additional
$11,405 to finance the to-
tal local share of 26% to
purchase a 2024 medium
bus for the Senior Transit
Program.

Parks and

Recreation

The grant was discussed
in more detail at the May
7 Parks and Recreation
Committee meeting,

At the meeting, Parks

and Rec Director Ginger
Sowle said that in 2022,
she applied for funding to
help purchase a new senior
bus. She said the city has
been notified that it has
been granted the funding.

She said the city was
originally told it would be
an 80/20 grant in which
the city would be respon-
sible for 20% of the total
cost of the bus. The other
80% would come from an
DOT Federal Transit Ad-
ministration 5310 Grant.

Sowle said she was later
informed that the grant
would cover only 70% of
the total cost. But since
then, she received the actu-
al grant agreement, which
calls for a 76%/24% split
in the cost.

“So, we're not going to
be on the hook for as much
as we thought we would,
but we will still need to
have some additional fund-
ing requested,” Sowle said.

She said she originally
asked for budgeting of
$20,580 for the 80/20

split. But with the 76/24
split, the city will pay
$37,985.

“I will be asking capi-
tal for (an additional)
$11,405,” Sowle said. “Just
to be fully transparent, the
cost of the vehicle itself is
$143,340.

The federal and state
government’s share will be
$105,000, that will be pro-
vided through the grant.

Timeline

In a May 21 memo from
Sowle to the New London
Parks and Recreation Com-
mittee, Sowle said the state
could not predict when the
city will receive the new
bus, because of manufac-
turing delays. She said she
hopes the city will have the
new bus by next spring.

She added that once the
city receives the new bus,
she will go through the as-
set disposal process for the
2007 vehicle the city cur-
rently has, and put it up for
sale to the public.

Registration  for all
other lesson times and ses-
sions will be done at the
swim lake office before
the start of each session.
Session I lessons: Mon-
day through Friday, June
10 to June 28. Session II
lessons: Monday through
Friday, July 08 to July 26.
Session IIT lessons: Mon-
day through Friday, July

29 to August 16.

Swimming lessons have
six levels: (1) Introduction
to Water Skills. (2) Fun-
damental Aquatic Skills.
(3) Stroke Development.
(4) Stroke Improvement.
(5) Stroke Refinement.
(6) Advance. Each level
has a maximum of eight
students per lesson time.
Additional classes may be
opened if the need arises.

The cost for lessons is
$15 per person for city
residents and $25 for non-
city residents who have
purchased a season pass,
or $25 for city residents
and $40 for non-city resi-
dents without a season
pass. Private lessons can
be scheduled with an in-
structor for $15 per hour.

Manawa time capsule destroyed

MANAWA - A time
capsule buried at the
100th anniversary of the
city of Manawa celebra-
tion was recently dug up
and found to be damaged.

Ken Groholski, one of
the people helping to plan
the 150th celebration was
also present at the centen-
nial celebration. He said
the contents of the time
capsule are water dam-
aged, with very little of
the contents salvageable.

The time capsule was
buried in 1974 and con-
tained various items from
that time period. It was
not to be opened until
the 150th celebration,
at which time the items
would be revealed and
new items would be put
in

The expected date of

the opening of the time
capsule was set for Aug. 3.

The planter at Triangle
Park was placed there in
order to house the time
capsule, with the Bronc
Buster statue being placed
at the park in 2000.

The time capsule itself
was made of steel and fi-
berglass, there was an alu-
minum cover and cement
was poured over that to
prevent any kind of dam-
age to the box. However,
somehow a stake managed
to make its way through.

“It is very disappoint-
ing,” Groholski said of
the damage. “We were so
looking forward to open-
ing it with everyone.”

As of right now, former
and current city employ-
ees or the members on
the sesquicentennial don’t
know what exactly hap-
pened to the capsule.

“I don’t know why they
didnt stop, it had to be
tremendously hard to do,”
Groholski said.

He said the majority of
the items were completely
destroyed, while a few of
the items they may be able
to salvage.

Of the items destroyed
was a high school year
book, registration of who
was in attendance at the
100th city anniversary, as
well as buttons, newspa-
pers and advertisements.

There was no sign
marking where the time
capsule was, Groholski
said, outside of a small
area outside the capsule
that said not to open for
50 years.

Groholski said he is try-
ing to dry the newspapers
out the best he can ahead
of the celebratory week-

end Aug. 1-3.

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Students learn about electrical safety

promote Electrical Safety
Month in ay, Central
Wisconsin Electric Coop-
erative (CWEC) provided
electrical ~ safety demon-
strations to fourth-grade
students at six elementary
schools in the CWEC ser-
vice area.

specialist at CWEC. “Dur-
ing the classroom dem-
onstrations, students see
smoke, sparks, and flames,
which help to reinforce
that they need to stay away
from power lines.”

To help convey how
dangerous electricity is,
one of the demonstrations
used a hot dog to simulate
what would happen if a
human body contacted a

power line.

The meeting was called to order by
President Ron Brooks at 5:30 p.m. and
he asked Lori Verhalen to lead the
Board in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Board reviewed their collective
commitments.
Services Desired of Superintendent
Search Organization:
Board President Ron Brooks advised
that the purpose of this meeting is to
continue discussion regarding whether
to engage a superintendent search
organization such as WASB, and if we
do, at what level.
Board member Dale Feldt advised that
he spoke with Wausau School Board
President Jim Bouche regarding their
recent search for a new superintendent.
Mr. Bouche advised that they used
WASB and confirmed that WASB sends
all applications they receive to the Board
and they will perform whatever services
you want them to do. The Wausau
School District hired an interim
superintendent.
Mr. Brooks added that WASB will
provide whatever level of service we
want them to do at a cost, and
suggested that as a first approach, the
Board wait and see what kind of
applicants apply. The Board can then
discuss whether to bring in Mr. Craig
Gerlach as an interim superintendent or
Dr. Mark Flaten as an interim
superintendent for the summer only. It
was noted that the District has used
WASB once before along with the Don
Stevens firm.
Director of Business Services Austin
Moore advised that the District
Administrator position has been posted
on Wisconsin Education Career Access
Network (WECAN) only. It had been
previously mentioned that it would be
posted on three other websites, but he
advised that those websites charge
between $100-$700 per week for a

use at 310 W. Wolf River Ave.
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posting. So Mr. Brooks asked that it just
be posted on WECAN for now.

After some discussion, several Board
members agreed that the Board can
handle the first round of whether to hire
an interim or permanent superintendent
by going through the application and
interview process on their own and then
reach out to WASB or others if
necessary. Board member Betty Manion
summarized the Board’s decision at this
point — it will go through the application
process and hold interviews, and if they
do not work out, the Board will hire an
interim or search organization.

It was suggested that while they are
waiting for the application process to
close, the Board should ask District staff
for their input by meeting with them
during PLC time. So Board President
Brooks asked that Director of Teaching
and Learning Mark Flaten get time
scheduled for the Board members to
meet with staff at each individual school
during PLC time on the upcoming
Wednesday afternoons. In addition, the
Board requested to see the staff survey
results prior to these meetings, so he
asked that Mr. Flaten send the staff
survey results to all of the Board
members. Mrs. Manion noted that it is
important that uniform (preferably open-
ended) questions are asked to all staff
and she has all the materials from
WASB that were used in the past. Mr.
Brooks pointed out that staff needs to
understand that these listening sessions
are advisory only — the Board will make
the final decision.

Mrs. Manion advised that one of the
processes used by the WASB previously
that she did not particularly like was the
second session of interviews which
involved the three finalists. They came
in and rotated in groups consisting of
Board, administration, and community
people. However, the Board never saw
that applicant’s interaction with others.
So she recommended that session be
done differently.

Board President Brooks advised that
since the Board will not be going with a
search service at this time a vote is not
necessary. He asked Board Assistant
Sandy Lucas to send copies of the
WECAN applications and related
attachments to all Board members every
Friday.

Director of Student Services Laurie
Schmidt added that the Core Team is
very experienced in the hiring process,
so they can support the Board with
reference checks, vetting, etc., if
desired. However, Board President
Brooks pointed out that because they
are anticipating a member of the Core
Team to apply for the position, it is very
important that the Board and Core Team
stay in their lanes.

Mr. Brooks advised that the WECAN
posting closes on May 30th, so he
requested that the school visits during
PLC time on Wednesdays be completed
by that date. The meetings will only
need to be for a half hour to an hour at
the most. The staff will be asked the
same questions with the Board
member(s) taking notes and then
sharing highlights of those listening
sessions with the rest of the Board. The
Board may need to split up in order to
get them all completed, and it would be
preferable to have smaller groups with
an individual Board member (or perhaps
Sandy Robinson or other CEC
Governance Council member).

Board member Manion added that she
has the questions that were used in the
past for teachers in linkage meetings
and will send them to the other Board
members. Board President Brooks
asked the Board members to review the
survey results and Mrs. Manion’s
questions.

Board President Brooks recognized the
many observances happening this
month: School Nutrition Employee Week
and School Lunch Hero Day; National
Teacher Day and Teacher Appreciation
Week; National School Nurse Day; and
May is Mental Health Awareness Month.

Board President Brooks advised of

A motion was made by Lori Verhalen
and seconded by Steve Klismet to
accept, with gratitude, the various
donations as presented. The motion
carried unanimously on a voice vote.
District Administrator’s Report:

Mr. Saari advised that the Waupaca
Community Arts Hub is interested in
possibly purchasing the old District
Office building on School Street, which
is now being rented by CESA 5.

Mr. Saari asked the Board members if
they knew what an AirTag was. This
came up recently as a student on a bus
had one and it appeared on the bus
driver’s I-phone indicating that the
student was being tracked.

He shared the many upcoming events
occurring at WHS this month.

Mr. Saari provided an update on the
Critical Response Group indicating that
they are in the process of finalizing,
printing, and laminating the maps which
can be used in training.

He also advised that the District may
possibly participate in an energy
efficiency grant and also shared the
Grant Writer update. He added that Mr.
Grohman may have a large grant
secured by next month.

Monitoring:

Teacher Showcase:

English Learner (EL) Coach lan
Johnson and Technology Integration
Specialist Crystal Vida presented
information on how technology tools are
used in language translation and
learning. The District's EL population
has grown exponentially over the past
four years, with most being Spanish
speaking students. The largest increase
has been Venezuelan immigrants with
no or very little English. Mr. Johnson
shared that he can speak fluent
Spanish, but many times interpreters or
bilingual family members are utilized in
assisting staff, students, and family
members in communicating with each
other.

The District has several technology tools
and devices available to assist as well,
such as the following: Chromebooks,
which are available in English and

Spanish; Pocketalk, which is a handheld
translator device and is in all offices;
students (and their families) are
comfortable using their own personal
devices; and new this year is the use of
Timekettle earbuds where students will
hear the spoken word in their native
language. In addition, applications such
as Google and Microsoft translator as
well as Al applications such as Magic
School Al are utilized. Duolingo is also
used for learning correct vowel sounds.
The Benchmark Hello program has
been purchased as well which focuses
on the basics and fundamentals of the
English language such as listening,
reading, speaking, and writing. The
applications are used on a daily basis
for student learning and family
communication.

They highlighted that the District
recently purchased several Pocketalks,
which is a handheld translator device
that is very useful and easy to use for
students and staff, and understands the
spoken language better than an I-pad. It
was suggested that the District work
with Go-Riteway to possibly have one of
these devices on an appropriate bus if
that is something they are interested in
doing.

Director of Student Services Laurie
Schmidt added that they are applying for
a grant through the State of Wisconsin
to help offset the costs of purchasing
additional technology, devices, and
licenses, noting that technology is
continuously evolving.

Mr. Johnson shared that he works with
small groups in grades K-4 on a daily
basis and on a consultant basis at WMS
and WHS. New students are screened
within 30 days on a basis of 1-6 (1 being
new and speaking no English and 6
being fully immersed into receiving
English instruction). He advised that the
students have achieved expected
growth targets.

Mr. Johnson advised that the EL
program will continue serving students
and families at a very high degree with
the addition of an EL coach and two
bilingual educational assistants next
school year.

Administration:

Construction Update:

District Consultant Civil Engineer Bob
Breest advised that this is the final
update as the projects will be completed
next week.

At the WLC, staff will move into the new
area just prior to the end of the school
year and the new main entrance will be
used at the start of summer school.
Final paperwork is completed so they
are waiting for the building inspector to
sign off on everything. The landscaping
repairs will be completed tomorrow and
sod and plants will be installed next
Monday. They will leave the fence up for
a little longer to protect the fresh sod.
Heaith and Other Insurance Renewals:
Director of Business Services Austin
Moore provided a brief summary of the
process in renewing the District's health
insurance for next year, which included
a listening session with staff to get their
feedback of what improvements they
would like to see, as well as working
with the District's M3 team.

Originally, Group Health Trust (GHT)
returned an increase of over 12%, so
M3 sent the District’s information out for
bids with other companies. The bids the
District received from other providers
provided various levels of changes.
Through this process, GHT returned a
final offer of a 4% increase over last
year with no plan changes and the
District would drop the required annual
Health Risk Assessment. This increase
is within the budgeted amount.

A high priority for staff was a health
insurance option that included a Health
Savings Account (HSA). Therefore, the
District will offer a High Deductible
Health Plan (HDHP) through GHT which
includes prescription drug costs and no
co-pays. Staff choosing this option
would receive a deposit into their HSA
through Bank First of $250 for
single/$500 for family coverage to help
offset the increased deductible and
those funds can be accessed by using a
debit card. The Flex Spending Account
(FSA) will also provide staff with a debit
card this year to access those funds.
Another high priority for staff was a
vision insurance option. Therefore, the
District will offer vision coverage through
Delta Dental which will provide three
enrollment options: employee, employee
+ one, and employee + 2 (family). The
employee pays 100% of the premium,
but because the District also has dental
insurance through Delta Dental, it
received a discounted price.

Dental insurance will continue through
Delta Dental with a 0% premium
increase and no plan design changes.
A motion was made by Molly McDonald
and seconded by Betty Manion to
accept Group Health Trust as the
District’s 2024-2025 health insurance
provider with no plan design changes
and increasing the District's health
insurance annual premium by 4.0%, as
presented. The motion carried on a 6-0-
1 voice vote, with Board member Dale
Feldt abstaining because he participates
in the District’s health insurance plan.

A motion was made by Molly McDonald
and seconded by Steve Klismet to offer
a second health insurance option for
staff through Group Health Trust which
includes a HSA, and to offset additional
upfront costs, the District will contribute
$500 to employees enrolled in family
plans and $250 to employees enrolled in
single plans, as presented. The motion
carried on a 6-0-1 voice vote, with Board
member Dale Feldt abstaining because
he participates in the District health
insurance plan.

A motion was made by Molly McDonald
and seconded by Betty Manion to
accept Delta Dental as the District's
2024-2025 self-funded dental insurance
provider with no plan design changes
and no increase in the annual premium,
as presented. The motion carried on a
6-0-1 voice vote with Board member
Dale Feldt abstaining because he
participates in the District’s dental
insurance plan.

A motion was made by Molly McDonald
and seconded by Betty Manion to
accept Delta Dental as the District's
2024-2025 vision insurance provider
with a three-tier coverage model, with
the benefit being 100% funded by
employees and the District will cover 0%
of the plan costs, as presented. The
motion carried on a 6-0-1 voice vote
with Board member Dale Feldt
abstaining because he participates in
the District’s insurance plans.

A motion was made by Lori Verhalen
and seconded by Bob Adams to remove
the requirement for employees to
complete the Health Risk Assessment
(HRA) and pay the additional 6% of the
health insurance premium for the 2024-
2025 school year. However, the District
reserves the right to reinstate this HRA
program in the future. The motion
carried on a 6-0-1 voice vote with Board
member Dale Feldt abstaining because
he participates in the District’s insurance
plans.

Wage Increase for District Employees:
Mr. Moore advised that any wage
increase is directly connected to the
health insurance budget and is limited
by law to the CPI increase. Because the
health insurance increase is within
budget, the District is able to offer the
statutory limit of CPI — a salary increase
of 4.12% for the teacher salary matrix,
all support staff salary matrixes, as well
as administration, and District Office
staff.

A motion was made by Betty Manion
and seconded by Lori Verhalen to
approve the statutory limit of CPI
resulting in a 4.12% salary increase for
the teacher salary matrix for the 2024-
2025 school year as presented. The
motion carried on a 6-0-1 voice vote,
with Board member Dale Feldt
abstaining because he has family
members who are teachers in the
District.

A motion was made by Dale Feldt and
seconded by Molly McDonald to
approve a 4.12% wage increase for
Administration and District Office Staff
for the 2024-2025 school year as
presented. The motion carried
unanimously on a voice vote.

the rights of states and local
governments to restrict ag-
ricultural pesticide use and
protect public health and the
environment. Section 10204
gives immunity to producers
and users of pesticides from
product liability lawsuits for
cancers caused by their prod-
ucts, including protections for
not disclosing known adverse
health effects.

Fortunately, the current
Farm Bill is not law yet and

the hope is that the most egre-

gious provisions will be elimi-
nated. But there is a long way
to go before a balance to the
agricultural landscape can be
restored.

The good news is there
are many individual farmers,
sustainable farming organiza-
tions and consumer groups
who are willing to implement
approaches that diversify ag-
riculture and protect natural
resources while allowing farm-
ers to make a decent living and
produce a healthy and reliable
food supply. It can be done.
More on that next month.
