School district survey supports higher taxes, facility upgrades

MARSHFIELD -- The majority of  Marshfi eld School 
District residents responding to a late May telephone 
survey said they like the idea of  facility improvements and 
support various levels of  tax increases to address specifi c 
areas. That’s what the Board of  Education was told during 
a special presentation at its June 12 meeting.

Peter Leatherman of  the Morris Leatherman Company 
– a full-service market and research fi rm based in 

Minneapolis – reported the fi ndings of  a telephone survey 
conducted May 20-31, when 400 randomly-selected district 
residents were asked fi fteen questions pertaining to things 
like the quality of  education, the most serious issues facing 
the district, buildings and facilities, and more.  

Leatherman reported that 70 percent of  survey 
respondents said improvements are a good idea, with 67 
percent willing to pay additional property taxes in the 
range of  seven- to fourteen-dollars per month to fund 
facility improvements for the Marshfi eld School District.

Furthermore, two-thirds or more of  those polled said 
they supported the idea of  a tax increase for specifi c areas. 
Higher taxes for remodeled high school classrooms were 

supported by 70 percent of  those surveyed. Funding for 
accessibility and ADA upgrades received a 69 percent 
approval rating, while 68 percent wanted more money 
spent for safety and security, and 67 percent liked the 
idea of  additional tax dollars for new heating-and-cooling 
systems and improved and expanded high school ag and 
CTE (Career and Technical Education) space. Also, 64 
percent of  respondents would spend additional funding 
on new windows, doors and roof  improvements, while 60 
percent said they wanted new funding to go toward high 
school Phy. Ed. and sports programs.

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Council tables Wenzel Family Plaza bathroom building

MARSHFIELD -- Marshfield o�cials are holding o� on 
a project which would add permanent restrooms to Wenzel 
Family Plaza downtown.

With Alderman Ed Wagner absent, the Common Council 
on June 25 voted 8-1 to table a June 17 recommendation 
from the Board of  Public Works to give the Boson Company 
the go-ahead to move forward with the construction of  a 
permanent restroom facility in the plaza.

Alderman Mike O’Reilly voted against that 
recommendation, and he was among those voting to table 
the project at the Council level.

“I have a lot of  concerns about this one. I have voiced 
them many times,” O’Reilly stated, during Council 
discussion. “And at this point, I would strongly suggest 
that we table this item pending legal review of  it.”

City Attorney Harold Wolfgram backed O’Reilly’s 
recommendation. 

“It’s my advice as legal counsel that you do go ahead and 
table this,” Wolfgram told the council. “I’m not going to get 
into any details, but I think the real purpose of  that would 
be to allow the current circumstances to be reviewed. You 
did receive some bids. My understanding is, by tabling 
that, we’re not going to put ourselves in any jeopardy, so 
the circumstances aren’t going to change economically by 
doing this, and with the intent then that, at some point, the 
city sta� will come back and lay out what options legally are 

available to you, in terms of  
just moving forward.”

That left Alderman 
Derek Wehrman with more 
questions.

“I’m not completely in the 
loop on this clearly, so I’m 

not sure what the legal circumstances are,” Wehrman told 
his colleagues. “If  it concerns the council, my request would 
be that in the future we get included on communications, 
so we understand what’s going on, because right now 

I’m hearing a lot about legal circumstances, and I’m like, 
‘What is happening?’ and so it would be nice to be in the 
loop on that, so that we know why these items are falling 
o� agendas.”  Wehrman had joined aldermen Brian Giles, 
Mike Feirer and Russ Stauber in voting to move ahead with 
the project when the Board of  Public Works advanced its 
latest recommendation for the construction to commence.  

Prior to the vote, several downtown business and 
property owners urged council members to table.

“The new restrooms are to replace the current porta-
potties. There are currently two porta-potties, which are 
not enough for events,” said Tom Witzel, a former alderman 
who owns Hub City Ice Cream Company at 111 W. Second 
St. across from the plaza, during public comments. “Where 
will the temporary porta-potties be placed for large events? 
How long will it be before the council decides the new 
restrooms need to be expanded? How much more of  the 
Second Street frontage will be blocked by the expanded 
restrooms? The city has made comment that they need 
storage space for items used at the Wenzel Plaza. Where 
will that next building be constructed, and how much more 
of  the plaza will be walled o� when another building is 
constructed for equipment?”

Chris Howard, a downtown property owner, was also in 
opposition of  constructing a permanent bathroom facility 
in the plaza.

“As you know, Katie Stieber made an o�er to purchase 
Blodgett Haus and she is willing to rent bathrooms to the 
city,” Howard told the council during his public comments. 
“Building would take a greenspace and obstruct the view to 
and from the plaza. Renting would keep the plaza beautiful. 
Building separates the plaza from the Second Street 
corridor and makes it less attractive to investors. Renting 
gives kids and families access to bathrooms without losing 
sight of  the long-term vision of  the Second Street corridor. 
Building would provide two toilets. Renting would provide 
five toilets right away, with the option to add a sixth – and 
possibly even a seventh – toilet in the future,” Howard 
added. “That could accommodate a fairly large event 
without the need to rent any porta-potties.” 

Howard added building bathrooms would cost the

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Honoring Marshfi eld’s 150th
Marshfi eld 150 for 150:

Lori Belongia

NOMINATED BY DEB JOHNSTON
The Everett Roehl Marshfi eld Public Library became a 

reality because the community recognized and supported 
its need. It wouldn’t exist without the donation of  its 
namesake, Everett Roehl, the advocacy of  Mayor Chris 
Meyer and the countless others who helped move the 
project forward. Standing out amongst the others was the 
tireless e� ort of  a humble leader, former library director 
Lori Belongia, who rallied the community to the cause. 
Over the decade-long project, she never lost sight of  the 
goal to provide a state-of-the-art library for Marshfi eld’s 
current residents, as well as for future generations.

For years, Lori – with the encouragement of  the library 
board – nurtured the idea of  renovating and improving the 
existing library space for future needs. The push towards 
a new building developed from a design charette held in 
July 2010, where all the conceptual designs created shared 
a common feature – locating a community/senior center in 
the existing library space and building a new library.  

Over the next fi ve years Lori facilitated and coordinated 
all phases of  the new building design and construction with 
city o�  cials and departments, library sta� , community 
volunteers, donors, architects, and contractors. Ground 
was broken on July 31, 2015 and the new Everett Roehl 
Marshfi eld Public Library opened to the public with a 
ribbon cutting on Sept. 6, 2016.

Karen Hocking, who with her husband Bill served as 
members of  the new library’s fundraising committee, said, 
“Lori was an amazing leader in advancing the building 
project through a very lengthy process while continuing to 
manage the daily functions of  the library.”

Asked once what is unique about the culture of  the 
Marshfi eld library, Lori responded, “This library exists to 
fi nd ways to say ‘yes’ to the ideas, needs, and desires of  our 
community. This is their library. We are here to make this 
a better place to live, learn, work, and play. Of  course, it’s 
not possible to be and do all things, but we look for ways to 
collaborate, compromise, and bring other partners into the 
mix to concentrate on what we can do.”

That “can do” attitude and willingness to collaborate 
with others was perhaps Lori’s greatest strength as a 
leader at the library. While working as the library’s adult 
services supervisor, Lori participated with the Marshfi eld 

History Project to create the two Marshfi eld history books, 
The Marshfi eld Story: Pieces of  Our Past in 1997, and The 
Marshfi eld Story: Windows to Our Past in 2000. Project 
Coordinator Don Schnitzler credited Lori’s willingness 
to say, “I can do that” as important to seeing both books 
published. She helped with typing, editing, proofreading, 
promotion and indexing. Schnitzler added, “Most 
importantly indexing, Lori’s push for a thorough index 
greatly enhanced the value of  both books, by improving 
their usability.” 

In 2006, the library joined the Historic Preservation 
Month Planning Committee, a collaboration of  local 
historical associations, societies and groups, to increase 
awareness and interest in local historic records and 
education. Three activities have been hosted at the library 
each year during Historic Preservation Month. The 
“Marshfi eld Past, Present and Future” middle school art 
exhibit was originally coordinated by Lori and middle 
school art instructor Eric Nelson; a Community History 
Program, which has since evolved into the monthly 
Spoken History lecture series; and an introductory family 
history workshop.  Lori’s collaborations also extended 
beyond Marshfi eld’s boundaries as seen in e� orts related 
to the Wood County Veteran’s Memorial Project in 2007 and 
adoption of  the LZ Lambeau Vietnam Veteran’s Obituary 
Project for orphan counties in 2010.

Lori’s tireless e� orts on behalf  of  the library and 

community have been recognized in the past. In 1997, as the 
adult services supervisor and assistant library director, 
Lori was named Main Street Marshfi eld Downtown 
Employee of  the year. In 2008, under her leadership 
as library director, the library earned the Governor’s 
Archive for Archival Achievement Award. It recognized 
the library’s continued work to build a local historical 
and genealogical collection in a variety of  formats and the 
community partnerships that led to the publication of  two 
Marshfi eld Community Stories Projects in 2006 and 2007. 
Lori was recognized in 2016, with the John Christner Local 
Historian Award for her contributions to the Marshfi eld 
History Project and longstanding commitment and 
support of  collecting and protecting historical records for 
Marshfi eld and the surrounding communities. Later that 
same year, Lori also received a Marshfi eld People of  the 
Year Award for her e� orts related to the new Everett Roehl 
Marshfi eld Public Library.

In 2020, just prior to Lori’s retirement from the library, 
Friends of  the Marshfi eld Public Library shared stories, 
poems, and music about remarkable people when their 
annual Timeless Tales presented “People Who Make a 
Di� erence!” As readings and performances neared the 
end, Jean Swenson, FOMPL 
member and former library 
board president, called Lori 
to the stage and highlighted 
some of  ways in which 
she had made a di� erence 
here during her 33 years 
of  service at the library. In 
closing remarks Jean said, 
“Lori made Marshfi eld 
more beautiful by planting 
the seeds of  reading for 
kids and adults, which 
blossomed into our new 
library and community 
center. She has made a 
di� erence and for that we 
are grateful.”  
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Adam D. Steiner Legacy Scholarship
This scholarship fund was created in memory of  Adam D. Steiner. Adam’s true 

passion surfaced after beginning his career in agricultural technology and robotic dairy 
farming equipment. His family created this scholarship in Adam’s memory to support an 
educational path for students wanting to advance in the agricultural fi eld. Adam had great 
respect for the family farm and special consideration will be given to those individuals 
who grew up on a working farm. He left us far too soon, but we are hoping his legacy will 
live on for many generations.

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“Folks are very much driven by needs versus wants,” 
Leatherman told board members. “Athletics are a want 
in the minds of  the public in di�cult financial times. It is 
unusual to have that level of  sixty percent support.”

As for a potential referendum to achieve additional 
funding to make facility improvements, half  of  those 
polled said they already have their minds made up, without 
even knowing what it is they’d be voting on.

If  they heard the district was going to ask for a property 
tax increase, 26 percent of  the 400 residents surveyed said 
they’d be all for it, while 24 percent were against all. The 
other 50 percent said they’re still persuadable.

“It’s always going to come down to the persuadables,” 
Leatherman said. “In the 90s and the first part of  this 
century, that persuadable category was seventy-five to 
eighty percent. Where we’re at now is we have half  the 
people that have made up their minds with no information, 
because I haven’t told them what the money’s going 
to be used for. I haven’t told them how much it costs,” 
Leatherman added. “You have fifty percent that are for it 
or against it regardless of  the details, and that’s just the 
current state of  where we’re at when we’re talking about 
funding requests.”

And while there is support for additional taxes going 
toward new-and-improved facilities, 86 percent agreed the 
district’s current buildings and facilities meet the needs of  
educating today’s children.

“But it’s a soft yes. It’s yes, not strongly yes,” said 
Leatherman. And, ideally, if  you do go for a facilities 
request, the discussion is how do these improvements 
improve the quality of  education for children. There are 
very few districts across the upper Midwest that like 
bright, shiny buildings for bright, shiny buildings’ sake. 
It’s function. It’s form. It’s education and how it improves 
the kids’ future.”

That education also received high marks from those 
polled. Sixty-two percent said the quality of  education in 
the school district was good, while 21 percent said it was 
excellent. 

“You’re twice the norm on the excellent rating,” 
Leatherman noted.

As for what they like the most about the Marshfield 
School District, 23 percent gave teachers their vote, but 
high achievement statistics, good academics and sports all 

got high marks.
“It’s basically a statistical tie between the personnel side 

and the academic quality, with the actual curriculum being 
at a lower level of  what they value most in the district,” 
said Leatherman.

As for the most serious issues currently facing the 
district, 13 percent said it was a lack of  funding, while 13 
percent identified discipline/bullying as the most pressing 
matter. Meanwhile, 17 percent see no problems with the 
district.

“Before the pandemic the norm was twelve percent,” 
Leatherman noted. “People have found more things to 
be unhappy about,” he 
said. “Since the pandemic 
it’s been driven down to 
five percent, so you’re 
three times the number 
of  boosters. And these 
folks are supportive 
throughout, whether 
we’re talking about their 
perceptions on financial 
quality, administration, 
governance or potential 
funding requests. That’s a 
large reservoir, unusually 
high reservoir of  boosters 
than we typically see in 
2024.”

Some of  those boosters 
agreed district and elected 
o�cials have been good 
stewards of  their tax 
dollars. Of  those surveyed, 
73 percent said the district 
spends the taxpayers’ 
money e�ectively and 
e�ciently, while four out 
of  five agreed residents 
receive a good value for 
their investment. Seventy-
six percent said the district 
does a good job of  involving 
the community and are 
satisfied with decision-
making.

Teachers were given the 
highest job performance 
rating, at 86 percent. The 

superintendent and administration had a 72 percent 
approval rating, while 68 percent gave the Board of  
Education a positive review.

Of  the 400 people who took the survey, 28 percent were 
18 to 34-year-olds, while another 28 percent were 65 and 
older. Sixty-nine percent lived within the city limits of  
Marshfield, while the rest were in rural areas of  the 
district. Thirty-three percent have lived in the district 10 
years or less, while 25 percent have been residents for 11 
to 20 years, and 22 percent have been district residents for 
over 30 years.

community $250,000, or $1,315 per square foot, while 
Stieber is asking $2,000 per month in rent. 

“A local realtor estimated the market value at between 
$2,385 and $2,700 a month,” Howard noted. “Katie’s 
o�ering a lower rent than market value to make it an 
even easier decision for you, and to create a win-win 
agreement.” 

Howard also said building bathrooms would provide 
190 square feet of  space, while renting from Stieber would 
provide more than 600 square feet of  bathroom space, 
plus more than 1,600 square feet of  storage for the plaza.

“The consultants you hired to give you advice on 
developing the Second Street corridor sent a letter saying 
they do not support building bathrooms at the proposed 
location,” Howard told aldermen. “That should matter 
to you. Vandewalle (& Associates) understands place-
making, economic development and small business. 
That’s why you hired them. They suggested locating 

bathrooms on the east side of  the plaza, where there just 
happens to be bathrooms already built that are available 
for rent.”  

According to a June 17 memo from Parks & Recreation 
Director Justin Casperson to the Board of  Public 
Works, the Wenzel Plaza bathroom project “includes the 
construction of  a block stand-alone building located on 
the north side of  the plaza and centrally located between 
east and west sides. The work shall include, but not 
limited to: electric, plumbing, HVAC, masonry, steel, 
rough and finish carpentry, roofing, insulation, doors, 
frames, hardware, restroom fixtures, painting, signage, 
toilet accessories, concrete, excavation, landscaping, and 
site restoration. The budget for the project is $262,500. 
The project has incurred costs in the amount of  $39,283.00 
for architectural and engineering design work and 
construction and bidding document preparation. The 
balance is $223,217.”

Blodgett Haus is the former Penney Court at 222 S. 
Central Avenue. Its back entrance is just across an alley 
from the plaza.

Female Veterans enjoy four-day Outdoor 
Skills Retreat 

Nature-based activities are proven to boost mental health, 
lessen anxiety and add to physical and spiritual well-being. 
To harness these benefits, The Highground led a four-day 
female Veterans retreat May 30-June 2 near Holcombe. This 
was the second annual Ice Age Trail hiking retreat o�ered 
by The Highground, with kayaking instruction added this 
year at Brunet Island State Park.

Female Veterans sometimes find it hard to locate and 
join groups of  women who share a military background. 
Often isolated, many of  these Veterans also are managing 
post-traumatic stress (PTS) and/or are survivors of  
military sexual trauma. The intent of  this retreat was to 
encourage camaraderie and education within a nature-
based atmosphere of  trust, safety and fun.

The female Veterans experienced several confidence-
building skills workshops, including how to set up and use 
their individual backpacking tents, stoves, outdoor cooking 
techniques, and how to kayak. Post-traumatic stress (PTS) 
management skills with meditation and mindfulness 
activities were integrated into each day. These activities, 
along with trail hiking, were enjoyed within the company 
and camaraderie of  female veterans and retreat volunteers.

Planning for the retreat was closely collaborated with 
Vicki Christianson of  the Ice Age Trail Alliance, Veteran 
Pete Kitzhaber, who has several years of  experience leading 
back-country group hiking and camping expeditions, 
Veteran Pete Kern, operations manager at The Highground, 
who led the mindfulness workshops, and Zachary Thon of  
the Wisconsin Department of  Natural Resources/Brunet 
Island State Park. Kaylee Gransee, Linda Tomsevices, 
Kathi Kramasz and Erin Stau�enecker of  the Wausau 
Whitewater and Team River Runner Milwaukee Chapter 
coordinated and led kayak instruction and a morning 
group paddling excursion around Brunet Island State Park. 
The kayak rental was donated to the retreat by the Friends 
of  Brunet Island State Park.

The Birch Creek Town Hall and township members 
helped make the retreat a comfortable and enjoyable 
experience for all by allowing the town hall and surrounding 
area to be a base of  operations. The group set up their 
individual campsites in the wooded area around the Birch 
Creek Town Hall and used the town hall to wash up, hold 
some workshops and activities, and eat some of  their meals. 
Nightly bonfires provided a great setting for conversation, 
laughter and s’mores.

Retreat Veterans were given supplies to take home that 
will help them to continue backpacking and to experience 
PTS growth. Among the items that they received were 
PTS/MST management books and resources, backpacking 
daypacks, tent lanterns, compasses, hiking poles, water 
bottles, and more. All Veterans were also given the choice to 
take home one of  the following: a backpacking two-person 
tent, a sleeping bag and sleeping pad, or a backpacking 
stove, fuel and mess kit.

A multiple-day Veterans’ event such as this requires a 
lot of  support. In addition to the individuals and groups 
mentioned already, there were several sponsors that helped 
create this successful female veterans retreat. These 
sponsors included a grant from the Wisconsin Department 
of  Veterans A�airs and additional funding from The 
National Society of  the Dames of  the Court of  Honor, 
Maureen Hornung, Carol Shea, Harold Schmitt, Dreier-

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Chaparrals use marathon inning to sink River Bandits

MARSHFIELD -- When it’s your night, it can be a lot 
of  fun. When it’s not your night, it can be excruciating. 
Such was the case in the June 26 matchup between the 
Marshfield Chaparrals and the Pittsville River Bandits at 
Hackman Field in Marshfield.

The two Dairyland League teams squared o� in a non-
league amateur baseball game that started like any other. 
There were the introductions of  the starting lineups and 
the singing of  our National Anthem. The kids in attendance 
got to run around the bases prior to the first pitch, which 
was thrown out collectively by Children’s Miracle Network 
kids and families. Then the game started, and quickly went 
in two very di�erent directions for the respective clubs.

The top of  the first inning was fairly routine. Evan Haley 
smacked a leado� single for the visitors. Dylan Luther 
followed with a single, which he turned into a double as 
Haley broke for third, where he was thrown out. After Ben 
Friday was retired, Ryan Schwanebeck hit an RBI base hit 
that scored Luther. Grant Rademan then struck out to end 
the Pittsville first.

That’s when the hit (and run) parade began for the 
home team. During a 35-minute onslaught, the Chaparrals 

unleashed a 17-run, 13-hit inning, using 22 batters while 
going through two Pittsville pitchers.

The inning featured three plate appearances by the first 
four batters in Marshfield’s lineup. 

Leado� hitter Isaiah Baierl went 2-for-2 with a walk, 
three RBIs and three runs scored. Kenny Schultz went 
2-for-2 with a walk, two runs batted in and two runs scored. 
Riley Bauman cracked two doubles, drove in a pair of  
runs and scored twice. And Logan Homolka smacked a 
two-run single and a three-run triple while scoring once. 
Every batter but one got at least one hit in the inning. The 
only one who didn’t – Carsten Jirschele – still walked and 
scored, along with everyone else in the Marshfield lineup. 

The first inning lasted 45 minutes, the same amount of  
time it took to play out the remainder of  the six-and-a-half  
inning game, which ended on the 10-run rule.

The rest of  the contest was fairly routine. The Chaps 
added another run in the third inning before Pittsville 
tacked on a run in the top of  the fourth. In the home half  
of  that inning, Marshfield’s bats came alive once again, 
although these were di�erent bats, now that the Chaps had 
substituted out many of  their starters by this time.

The five-run outburst featured eleven Marshfield batters, 
RBI singles by Bauman, Cole Hediger, Al Lalicata and Ben 
Dietsche, a base hit by Luke Wirtz, a walk to Jirschele and 

two hit batters.
Pittsville’s o�ense came alive in the sixth, scoring four 

runs, thanks to base hits by Dylan Luther and Ben Friday 
and four walks issued by Jirschele. 

Logan Homolka picked up the win for Marshfield. He 
surrendered one earned run on three hits while striking 
out three over the first two innings.  Jirschele pitched the 
next four innings before Colin DeBoer closed the door on 
the River Bandits in the top of  the seventh inning.

The Chaps improved to 6-3 with the win, which was their 
fifth in six games. They have an upcoming schedule which 
includes five consecutive home games at Hackman Field.

Marshfield will host Waupaca Wednesday, July 10 
at 7:15 p.m., Whittlesey on Sunday, July 14 at 1:30 p.m., 
Rhinelander on Saturday, July 20 at 1:30 p.m., Everest on 
Sunday, July 21 at 1:30 p.m. and Merrill on Wednesday, July 
24 at 7:15 p.m.

The River Bandits also have a five-game homestand 
coming up. Pittsville will host Abbotsford on Wednesday, 
July 10 at 7 p.m., Interwald on Sunday, July 14 at 1:30 
p.m., Westboro on Sunday, July 21 at 1:30 p.m., Medford 
on Saturday, July 27 at 7 p.m. and Wisconsin Rapids on 
Tuesday, July 30 at 7 p.m.

The Highground presents Badger Talk on 
music of Vietnam era

The Highground Veterans Memorial Park will host a 
Badger Talk by University of  Wisconsin-Madison Professor 
Emeritus Doug Bradley on Sunday, Aug. 4 at 1 p.m. 
Bradley will present, “We Gotta Get Out of  This Place: The 
Soundtrack of  the Vietnam War,” which places popular 
music at the heart of  the American experience in Vietnam. 
The presentation explores how and why U.S. troops turned 
to music as a way of  connecting to each other and the world 
back home and of  coping with the complexities of  the war 
they had been sent to fight. It also demonstrates that music 
was important for every group of  Vietnam veterans—black 
and white, Latino and Native American; men and women; 
o�cers and “grunts”—whose personal reflections drive the 
book’s narrative.

Doug Bradley is a veteran of  the Vietnam War and has 
written two books, DEROS Vietnam: Dispatches from the 
Air-Conditioned Jungle and co-authored, with Professor 
Craig Werner, We Gotta Get Out of  This Place: The 
Soundtrack of  the Vietnam War, which was named “Best 
Music Book of  2015” by Rolling Stone magazine.
