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Luxemburg-Casco School Dlstrlct embraces Wisconsin Act 20

At

School Scoop

A hot-button topic in lo-
cal education this year is
Wisconsin Act 20, a newly
enacted state law with in-
tent to make certain stu-
dents learn to read effec-
tively at a young age, while
holding school districts
accountable for student
growth.

But while Act 20 has been
portrayed negatively in
some communities, educa-
tors within the Luxemburg-
Casco School District view
it in a positive light.

“We see Act 20 as a
valuable support to re-
search-based literacy in-

struction,” said District
Superintendent  Jo-Ellen
Fairbanks, Ph.D. “As a

district, L-C is committed
to providing our teachers
with research-based train-
ing and strategies, which
roll into natural alignment
with Act 20. The district’s
ultimate goal is to give our
students the highest-quali-
ty instruction as they learn
toread.”

Act 20 is a law that re-
quires Wisconsin public
schools to ensure that all
students are able to read
proficiently by the end of
third grade by:

» Providing early literacy
instruction

» Assessing early literacy
skills

« Conducting diagnostic
assessments

» Monitoring early litera-
cy development

Science-based early lit-
eracy instruction that is
systematic is a core ele-
ment, including instruction

in phonological awareness,
phonics, vocabulary build-
ing and reading fluency.

Instructional  changes
have been ongoing for
Luxemburg-Casco since
2014, when the district be-
gan a process which in-
cluded site visits to high-
performing schools in the
area, curriculum reviews,
an enhanced emphasis on
phonics and professional
development for the teach-
ing staff based on the best
research-based practices.

These prior steps po-
sitioned L-C to make a
smooth transition into the
Act 20 requirements, ac-
cording to Mike Snowberry,
the district’s director of
learning services.

“What Act 20 has done,”
he says, “is it allowed us
to really review every as-
pect of our current cur-
riculum and to profession-
ally develop the teachers to
implement best practices.
The teachers have done an
amazing job in transform-
ing how they taught, result-
ing in measurable improve-
ment in our overall reading
scores.”

District teachers began
Act 20-related training at
the end of the last school
year, continuing through
the summer months, and
finishing up during the cur-
rent academic year.

The work was time inten-
sive, and included quizzes
and a final test.

“The training was a lot
of work for our teachers,
and I give them credit for
the time they put into it.

They took the challenge
on like true professionals,”
said District Instructional
Coach Kyle Thayse. “Its
intent was for teachers to
grow their knowledge on
best practices and research
in literacy.

“Although the timing
was not ideal, the training
itself was embraced in a
positive way by our teach-
ers, and I find that they are
referencing it often. It has
allowed our teachers to re-
flect on existing practices
and add new strategies —
they are asking, ‘Is there a
better way to do that?’ It has
driven thought about our
impact with students.”

What, then, has changed
in the way that L-C teaches
reading?

According to Thayse,
not many changes have
been needed. Luxemburg-
Casco has been utilizing a
phonics-based  approach
to reading instruction for
close to a decade, so nu-
merous past practices were
continued.

“What we are trying to
tighten up on is the system-
atic approach to new learn-
ing principles, especially
around vocabulary instruc-
tion and building back-
ground knowledge,” Thayse
said. “It was incidental in
the past, and we want to
make it ‘on purpose.””

The district’s goals for
reading instruction are
rather straightforward.

“We want our students
reading fluently and with
accuracy,” said Thayse.
“It’s not that we want them
toread faster, we want them
to read with proper phasing
and use of punctuation. To
be able to put chunks of
words together correctly.”

Through reading readi-
ness screenings, students
who score below the 25th

percentile are identified.
L-C and other schools are
required to conduct di-
agnostic assessments on
those students.

Starting in December,
educators at Luxemburg-
Casco will sit down to cre-
ate a reading plan for those
students based on what
area of literacy they are
struggling on.

It also will be communi-
cated to parents.

Recognizing that dialogue

around educational practic-
es may seem complex to the
district community as they
go about their everyday
lives, Dr. Fairbanks boils it
down for parents.

“Reading is a critical
skill,” she said, “and we are
using research-rooted prac-
tices to provide students
with the instruction which
will allow them to be the
best readers they can be.”

And that’s a goal that ev-
eryone can agree on.

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Lambeau: Rockwood Lodge

In 1946, the Packers
purchased a picturesque
53-acre compound built in
1937 for the Green Bay-area
Norbertine order.

The $32,000 purchase was
approved by the board of di-
rectors in May as a “perma-
nent home” for the team.

The Press-Gazette’s Art
Daley said that the reasons
for the acquisition were
two-fold, “To solve the criti-
cal housing situation which
the directors fear will last
three or four years” and
to “give future Packer
teams a new and better
environment.”

“Since the late 1920s,
most of the Packers play-
ers, especially the single
ones, had lived at the Astor
Hotel on North Adams
Street in downtown Green
Bay,” explained Packers
Historian Cliff Christl.

“With its comfortable
lobby and connecting bar
and barbershop, the Astor
served as a welcome cen-
ter when players arrived in
town and a gathering place
as long as they stayed.

“With the war coming to
an end, more players were
starting families and need-
ed more living space.”

With short-term rentals
hard to find in Green Bay,
the team searched for a new
home with accommoda-
tions to fit the entire team.

With 3,000 feet of shore-
line, a stone gateway, a
main hall with dormito-
ry-style bedrooms, boat
launch, tennis courts and
an outdoor theater, along
with a hired chef and care-
taker, it would be a comfort-
able home at that.

A regulation-sized foot-
ball field was laid out on
the grounds and a dressing
room, equipment room and
showers were added.

And in July, five cot-
tages were purchased by
the Packers Corporation
for use by married men and
their families.

“Lambeau believes he
will get the ‘absolute maxi-
mum’ from his players as
the result of their new envi-
ronment since the Packers
coach will be able to regu-
late their diet and better
control the after-training

activities of the athletes,”
Daley wrote.

But there was one prob-
lem: the grounds were not
ideal for a football field.

With little topsoil cover-
ing the limestone below, the
surface wasn’t conducive
for use as a practice field.

“They held their first
practice at Rockwood on
Aug. 12, 1946. The next
morning, Lambeau was
forced to move the workout
to City Stadium to save the
wear and tear on his play-
ers’ legs. And it was an
ongoing problem,” Christl
added.

But, by essentially pay-
ing their players’ room and
board, Rockwood served as
a money pit to some degree.

The financial tailspin
that the Packers entered
in 1946 was largely caused
by the formation of the
competing All-America
Football Conference and
the rapidly escalating play-
er salaries resulting from
bidding wars over players.

After showing a net profit
of more than $23,000 in 1944
and 1945 — two of the most
lucrative years in their his-
tory — it plummeted to less
than $4,000 in 1946.

Player salaries had in-
creased more than $100,000
from 1944 to 1946, but
Rockwood was an addition-
al $15,700 expense in its first
year.

Lambeau also received
a reported pay hike of at
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Lambeau walking from the
Rockwood Lodge.

least $10,000 in 1945 under
a new contract calling for a
$25,000 annual salary.

By 1948, the Packers’
player payroll had jumped
another $45,000 and main-
taining  Rockwood  in-
creased to almost $29,000,
leaving the team with a net
loss of a little more than
$35,000.

“While the concept of
Rockwood was visionary,
the Packers simply couldn’t
afford it. Lambeau took
much of the heat for the
problem because it had
been his idea, albeit with
the backing of the Packers’
wealthy club president
Lee Joannes and a board
of mostly successful local
businessmen,” Christl said.

The 1948 season was also
Lambeau’s 30th year with
the team, and things on the
field weren’t looking much
better with the Packers
starting at 3-4-0.

“There’s nothing wrong
with us that spirit won’t
cure. We need that old col-
lege try — and the fun-
damentals of football,
blocking and tackling,”
Lambeau told Daley in ear-
ly November.

“We're in a definite
slump, but we could come
out of it in less than 10 min-
utes if everybody made up
their mind to do their level
best the rest of the season.

Too many of the boys are
worrying about the oth-
er players; they should
worry about nobody but
themselves.”

Lambeau tried verbal
discipline, tougher work-
outs, pay-cut threats and
other forms of coercion to
get things to turn around.

“The whole thing ap-
pears as a new experience
for Lambeau since the
Packers never finished out
of the National Football
League’s first division and
only once finished below
.500 — in 1933 when the
club won four, lost seven
and tied one,” added Daley.

But, nothing appeared to
create the change needed
and the team never won an-
other game that season, fin-
ishing 3-9-0, as things start-
ed to heat up for Lambeau.

These plans, which are
not available in every state,
are cheaper, bare-bones
health plans that provide
coverage for up to three
months with a one-month
extension available.

But be aware that short-
term plans don’t comply
with the ACA so they can
deny sick people coverage,
they don’t cover preexist-
ing conditions and they can
exclude coverage essentials
like prescription drugs.

Healthcare sharing
ministries

If the previously listed
options don’t work for you,
another temporary solu-
tion could be healthcare
sharing ministries (HCSM).

These are cost-sharing
health plans in which mem-
bers — who typically share
a religious belief — make
monthly payments to cover
expenses of other mem-
bers, including themselves.

HCSM'’s are cheaper than

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Dear Monty

DEAR MONTY,

If the contract states that
the broker will disclose to
the owner if any fees are to
be paid by the owner. If the
agent writes: “Withdrawal
Fee of $575.00,” and the
owner decides they do not
want to sell their property
anymore, the agent can
keep that $575.00 when she
has done nothing but put
the owner’s private photos
on the internet site.

We wanted to start out at
$359,000, but she convinced
us that it would not sell for
that price, so she made us
write $299,500 in the con-
tract space on price.

We decided we did not
want to sell our house at
her price. Is the agent le-
gally allowed to do this?

Is there any rescinding of
a three-day limit when sell-
ing our house? Is this a fair
practice?

MONTY’S ANSWER
This situation highlights
several important aspects
of real estate contracts and
agent-client relationships.
Let’s examine the key
points:

Disclosure of fees

The contract clause
states that the broker will
disclose fees to be paid by
the owner. This clause is
designed to ensure trans-
parency in the transaction.
However, the effectiveness
of this clause depends on
how and when the fees are
disclosed.

Withdrawal fee

If disclosed in the con-
tract, a $575 withdrawal
fee is likely legal. This fee
compensates the agent for
initial work, such as market
analysis, listing prepara-
tion and marketing efforts.
However, the fairness of
this fee can be subjective

and depends on the amount
of work the agent performs.

Listing price
disagreement
The significant discrep-
ancy between the own-
ers’ desired listing price
($359,000) and the agent’s
recommended price
($299,500) is concerning.
While agents often provide
pricing guidance based on
market analysis, the final
decision on listing price
should ultimately be the
owners. Pressuring clients
to list at a specific price,
especially one significantly
lower than their preference,
raises ethical concerns.

Three-day rescission
period

Many states have “cool-
ing off” periods for specific
contracts, but these typi-
cally don’t apply to real es-
tate listing agreements.
However, some states or
brokerages may have poli-
cies allowing cancellation
within a short period.

Legal considerations

The legality of the
agent’s actions depends on
the exact wording of the
contract and applicable

Can the agent charge a withdrawal fee?

;

state laws. The withdrawal
fee may be legally enforce-
able if it is clearly disclosed
and agreed upon. However,
if the cost wasn’t properly
disclosed or the agent mis-
represented any aspects of
the agreement, there might
be grounds for dispute.

Ethical

considerations
The agent’s actions raise

paying full out-of-pock-
et costs for traditional
health insurance but be
aware that HCSM’s are
not health insurance.

They don’t have to
comply with the con-
sumer protections of the
ACA, and they can also
reject or limit coverage
for having pre-existing
health issues and limit
how much you’ll be re-
imbursed for your medi-
cal costs.

Preventive care typi-
cally isn’t covered either.

To look for these plans,
comparison shop at the
three largest providers
— Samaritan Ministries
(SamaritanMinistries.
org), Medi-Share
(MyChristianCare.
org), and Christian
Healthcare  Ministries
(Chministries.org).

legally permissible. Real
estate professionals are
generally expected to act in
their client’s best interests.
Pushing for a significantly
lower listing price than the
owners desire and charging
a substantial fee for mini-
mal work may not align
with this expectation.

Recommendations
for the homeowners

1. Look for specific lan-
guage about withdrawal
fees and any clauses related
to early termination of the

agreement.

2. Express concerns
about the listing price
and the fee. There may be
room for negotiation or
compromise.

3. If unable to resolve is-
sues with the agent, esca-
late concerns to the man-
aging broker or brokerage
owner.

4. Consider consulting a
real estate attorney to re-
view the contract and ad-
vise on options.

5. If necessary, file a com-
plaint with the state’s real
estate commission.

takes care of the basket-
ball,” Vander Velden said.
We do those three things
and that’ll give us a chance
to be competitive.”

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING
THE VILLAGE OF LUXEMBURG
SEWER ORDINANCE (THE
“ORDINANCE”) TO ESTABLISH
A SEWER CONNECTION FEE
REQUIREMENT IN LIEU OF
OUTSTANDING SPECIAL
ASSESSMENTS.
The Village of Luxemburg
(“Village”) does ordain as follows:
WHEREAS, the Village is
contemporaneously adopting a
Final Resolution Authorizing
Construction of a Sewage System
and Levying Special Assessments
against Benefited Property which
applied to the Fronter Road and
Ash Street areas (the
“Improvement Project”); and
WHEREAS, the Final Resolution
for the Improvement Project
authorizes a deferred payment of
the assessment as long as there
was no use of the sewer in
connection with the property; and
WHEREAS, the Village has
determined that the length of
deferred assessments for
Improvement Project Area has the
undesirable effects of significant
administrative costs, discouraging
the transfer and sale of property
and discouraging the division and
development of property; and
WHEREAS, there is no
outstanding Village debt served by
special assessments and the
Village has determined that the
public interest will be promoted by
terminating all outstanding special
assessments and adopting a
sewer connection fee provision in
the Village Ordinance as a fair and
equitable assessment substitute
for the payment of outstanding
charges for the connection to and
use of the Village sewage system.
NOW THEREFORE, The Village
does further ordain as follows:
Section 4.07 — “Tap Permits” and
Section 4.15 — “Tapping the
Mains” of the Ordinance, are each
repealed in their entirety.
Section 4.19 is hereby recreated
as set forth below:
4.19 CONNECTION FEES AND
PERMIT FEES
A. Connection Fees
1. A sewer connection fee shall be
paid to the Village for each and
every connection to a Village
sewer main. A connection
application shall be submitted to
the Village for each and every
proposed connection disclosing
the nature of the use and, for
commercial use, and the specific
size of the building. The
connection fee shall be paid to the
Village prior to the issuance of any
connection permit and building
permit. Connection fees for
specific areas shall be determined
by the Village for the type of
dwelling, use and number of units.
The cost of installing any service
lateral is the sole responsibility of
the property owner.
2. Change in use. Any change in
use which results in an increase in
the base connection fee set forth
in subparagraph (1) above shall
require payment of the difference
between former fee and the
applicable new connection fee.
3. Nothing in this Section shall be
deemed a waiver or limitation on
the Village authority to levy special
assessments or special charges in
connection with or related to repair
of replacement of Village sewer
infrastructure.
B. Permits and Fees
1. Tap Permits and Fees. A Village
permit to tap the Village sewer
main is required. The tap permit
fee shall be determined by the
Village.
2. Sewer Disconnect or Reconnect
Permit and Fee. A Village permit is
required for a disconnect from or
reconnection to the Village sewer
main. The disconnection or
reconnection permit fee shall be
determined and revised as needed

3. Sewer Lateral Permit and Fee.
A Village permit for the install shall
be determined and revised as
needed from time to time by the
Village.

4. Service Connection Permit and
Fee. A Village permit for inspection
prior to backfilling and building
connection. The service
connection fee shall be
determined and revised as needed
from time to time by the Village.

SECTION 9.47
OF THE VILLAGE OF
LUXEMBURG MUNICIPAL CODE
The Village Board of the Village of
Luxemburg, Kewaunee County,
Wisconsin does ordain as follows:
Section 1: Section 9.47
PORTABLE STORAGE
CONTAINERS of the Village of
Luxemburg Code of Ordinances is
hereby created to read as follows:
9.47 PORTABLE STORAGE
CONTAINERS (1) DEFINITION.
Portable Storage Container is any
container, storage unit, shed-like
container or other portable
structure (other than an accessory
building or shed that complies with
all building codes and land use
requirements), that can be, or is
used for the storage of personal
property of any kind and which is
located for such purposes outside
an enclosed building. Portable
Storage Containers include, but
are not limited to, storage box
shipping containers, storage
moving “pods”, or any other similar
portable storage containers, with
or without wheels and/or a
chassis.
(2) USE. The use of Portable
Storage Containers is allowed in
all zoning districts provided that
the conditions listed hereunder are
met.
(a) No more than one (1) Portable
Storage Container shall be on a
property at any given time.
Exemptions to exceed the number
of allowable containers may be
given as prescribed under Section
(4) below.
(b) A Portable Storage Container
shall not be larger than ten (10)
feet wide, twenty (20) feet long
and ten (10) feet high.
(c) A Portable Storage Container
shall not remain on a property in
excess of sixty (60) consecutive
calendar days and shall not be
placed at any one (1) property in
excess of sixty (60) days in a
twelve (12) month period.
Extensions or exemptions to these
requirements may be allowed as
defined hereunder.
(d) A Portable Storage Container
shall not be placed closer than five
(5) feet from all property lines and
five (5) feet from the nearest wall
of a building.
(e) Portable Storage Container
shall be placed on a hard surface
such as asphalt or concrete. If
such container is not able to be
placed on a hard surface, then the
placement on a non-hard surface
may be approved by the Village
Zoning Administrator.
(f) Vertical stacking of Portable
Storage Containers and stacking
of any other materials on top or
around a Portable Storage
Container is prohibited.
(g) Portable Storage Containers
shall not be placed in or on a fire
access lane, public utility
easement, public right-of- way,
including streets and sidewalks, or
in such a location or manner as to
impede or obstruct emergency,
vehicle, pedestrian, or utility
access to or through the lot or
adjacent area or lots.
(h) The Portable Storage
Container shall only be delivered
between the hours of 7:30 a.m.
and 6:00 p.m., Monday through
Saturday. No portable storage
containers shall be delivered on
Sundays or federal holidays on
which the Village Hall is closed.
(i) Portable Storage Containers
shall be used only for the
temporary storage of personal
property, goods and belongings.
Portable Storage Containers shall
not be used for occupancy or
sleeping, housing of animals, or
housing or storage of hazardous,
flammable, or unlawful materials
or substances. Portable Storage
Containers shall be closed and
secured from unauthorized access
at all time when not under the
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direct supervision of the lot owner
or lessee.

(j) All Portable Storage Containers
shall be maintained in a good and
clean condition, free from rust,
peeling paint, or other visible
deterioration.

(k) Portable Storage Containers
are permitted for a total period of
up to 120 days on a property for
which a building permit has been
issued and shall be exempt from
the provisions of paragraphs (2)
(a) - (e) above. Nevertheless, such
Portable Storage Containers must
be removed from that property
within seven (7) calendar days of
a final inspection pursuant to the
building permit.

(I) An extension to the time limit for
placement of a Portable Storage
Container may be granted
provided that such extension shall
not be more than thirty (30) days
and that no more than two (2)
extensions shall be granted in any
given year.

(3) PERMIT REQUIRED. A person
engaged in the leasing,
maintaining or transporting of a
Portable Storage Container and
the owner of the property, where
one is placed, shall be responsible
to complete an application for the
placement of the Portable Storage
Container. A permit application
shall be submitted to the Village,
together with a fee established by
the Village Board of Trustees.

(a) In addition to satisfying the
permit requirements in this Section
(3), Portable Storage Containers
used on properties zoned as
commercial or industrial must also
receive approval for the use of
Portable Storage Containers from
the Planning and Zoning
Commission.

(b) A permit issued for the use of a
Portable Storage Container shall
be valid only for the location for
which the permit was issued.

(c) A permit shall be issued for not
longer than sixty (60) consecutive
calendar days, unless an
extension under paragraph (2) (I)
or an exemption under Section (4)
has been granted. The allowable
storage time limit for which a
permit is issued may be extended,
as described in this section,
provided that a permit application
and fee for the extension is
submitted to the Village.

(4) TEMPORARY EXEMPTIONS.
A limited Exemption from the
provisions of this section may be
granted by the Village Zoning
Administrator, or his or her
designee, upon a request
submitted in writing substantiating
a non-self-created hardship. If
approved such Exemption may be
granted for a specified period of
time. Requests for an additional
limited Exemption shall be made
in the same manner as the original
request. The Village Zoning
Administrator may terminate any
limited Exemption for any
reasonable cause.

(5) PENALTY. Any person who is
in violation of any provision within
this section or a rule or regulation
promulgated under this section
shall be subject to a penalty as
provided in Section 25.04 of this
Code.

Section 2: Portable Storage
Containers existing on any
property in the Village of
Luxemburg on the date of final
passage of this ordinance shall
either be removed from such
property or be brought into
compliance with the provisions of
this ordinance within thirty (30)
days of final passage of this
ordinance.

Section 3: If any section,
sentence, clause, phrase or
portion of this ordinance is for any
reason held invalid or
unconstitutional by any court of
competent jurisdiction, such
portion shall be deemed a
separate, distinct and independent
provision, and such holding shall
not affect the validity of the
remainder of such ordinance.
Section 4: This ordinance shall
take effect and be in full force from
and after its passage.

State deer hunters
have seen a decline in
shooting accidents in
recent years, with most
incidents — less than 10
per year on average —

is al-

involving self-inflicted
wounds or same-party
shootings.

Almost all accidents
can be traced to one or
more of the cardinal
rules of firearm safety
not being followed: treat
every firearm as if it
is loaded; always point
the muzzle in a safe

direction; be certain of
your target, and what’s in
front of and beyond it; and
keep your safety on and
finger outside the trigger
guard until ready to shoot.

In addition, many of the
same-party or two-party
accidents involve shooting
at running deer, often dur-
ing pushes known as “deer
drives.”

Be sure to carefully plan
your hunt, and hunt your
plan.

Everyone needs to be
aware of the position of
others in the group, and
have safe zones of fire
established.

Things in the deer woods
can happen suddenly, and
without warning.

At the end of the day,
what’s most important is
that everyone gets home
safely.

It’s hard to get an exact
count on the numbers, but
it’s likely that more hunters
are injured in falls from tree
stands than are involved in
shooting accidents.

There can be stress-relat-
ed heart attacks as well.

As always, safety first,
and don’t be afraid to get
help dragging out a heavy
whitetail.

Avian bird flu

There’s been an increase
in cases of avian flu and
mortality in wild birds in
recent weeks, but so far
most of it has been report-
ed in the West Coast states
of Washington, Oregon and
California.

There have been more
than 10,400 confirmed de-
tections in 153 species of
wild birds throughout the
U.S. since its discovery here
three years ago, and at least
20 wild mammalian spe-
