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Al’s Tall Pines Gallery 
in Land O’ Lakes is 
ready and excited for the 
2024 tourist season.

Visitors can check out 
Tall Pines to buy and sell 
antique fishing tackle, or 
stop in and look around 
at all the antiques and 
learn the history behind 
them.

Owner Al Soczka 
bought Tall Pines in 1994 
and opened in 1999, mak-
ing this his 26th year of  
business.

People come into the 
gallery for a variety of  
reasons, but the most 
common types of  cus-
tomers are those who 
collect old fishing tackle 
and those interested in 
the history of  fishing.

Thousands of  antique 
lures, rods, reels and 
more, fill every wall and 
even part of  the ceiling. 
Visitors will find lures 
of  every shape, size, and 
color. In addition, there 
are antique fish decoys, 
bobbers, tackle boxes, 
muskie books, and more.

“Anyone can stop in 
anytime to buy, sell, or 
get an appraisal,” said 
Al. He is always looking 
to buy antique fishing 
tackle and will tell you 
what an item is worth.

Everything in the shop 
is related to fishing, with 
the oldest merchandise 
dating back to the 1800s.

“Most people call it 
a museum, but say it’s 
even better because you 
can actually buy the 
items!” said Al.

Al put together a 
display case showing ev-
erything prior to 1911 in 
order to honor his father, 
who was born that year.

“He bought me my 
first rod and reel, and 
I’ve been fishing and 
collecting ever since,” 
stated Al.

Recently, two rental 
cabins were converted 
into shops, giving Tall 
Pines a total of  three 
cabins and three shops. 
The two new shops are 
The Five, where every-
thing is five dollars, and 
The Dime, where every-
thing is ten dollars.

Al has added sixty 
more display cases to 
his shop in the past year, 
stating that the shop now 
has around 10,000 lures 
and hundreds of  fish 
decoys.

Also new for this year, 
the Muskie Lure Swap 
Board is returning. 
Patrons can swap two of  
their non-fish-catching 
lures for one of  Al’s fish-
catching lures.

A large number of  
lure brands are avail-
able for sale, including 
Heddon, Creek Chub, 
Shakespeare, South 
Bend and Pflueger, as 
well as many other 
smaller companies.

For people interested 
in fishing decoys, there 
are two displays, one 
filled with locally hand-
carved decoys by more 
than 30 carvers from the 
Lac du Flambeau tribe 
and the other filled with 
decoys carved by about 
40 individuals from vari-
ous northern states.

Not only does Tall 
Pines have a large 
selection of  antiques, 
they also have “lots of  
modern muskie lures, 
in really good condition, 
being sold at reasonable 

prices,” said Al.
Many of  the items 

throughout the store 
have stories behind it, 
such as Allen’s first pair 
of  shoes. “I took my 
first pair of  shoes and 
made them into a muskie 
lure,” said Al. He has the 
lure displayed in a case 
alongside many other 
items with meaning to 
him.

The gallery includes 
a display of  almost all 
fishing regulations in the 

state of  Wisconsin, from 
2024 all the way back to 
the very first book in 
1887.

Al has a shelf  full of  
fishing books, including 
a muskie book he wrote 
himself.

“Anyone interested in 
getting into collecting, 
or has been, stop in!” 
said Al. A large selec-
tion of  lure collecting 
guide books are for sale, 
helpful for those unsure 
where to start.

Though Al buys, sells, 
and trades rods, reels, 
lures, and out-of-print 
muskie books, his pas-
sion really lies in collect-
ing, selling, and sharing 
his love for the history of  
lures.

Tall Pines Gallery adds thousands
of new items this tourist season

Tall Pines Gallery offers guests a unique experience, being like a museum where you can buy, sell, and appraise 
artifacts.
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Fresh strawberries are waiting to 
be picked at Clearwater Farms.

Clearwater Farms is one of  the 
only pick-your-own strawberry 
farms in the area, with the clos-
est strawberry farms being in 
Tomahawk, Merrill and Escanaba, 
and one of  the few to allow children 
to pick.

“We encourage children to 
pick,” said Steve Leach, who owns 
Clearwater Farms along with his 
wife, Jennie. “Many pick-your-own 
farms don’t allow children to pick.”

“Our goal behind the farm is to 
help people reconnect with agricul-
ture, especially children,” Jennie 
explained. “We think it’s important 
for families to be aware of  where 
their food comes from, and that it 
can be a great hands-on learning 
experience for kids.”

Jennie said that she and Steve 
had tried to bring their children 
to farms for strawberry picking in 
the past, but have found that more 
often than not, farms don’t allow 
children to pick.

“It’s unfortunate that that’s the 
case,” she said. “It can also be easi-
er for farms to manage in terms of  
pickers and work, when you have 
families and children coming out 
to do it. Plus, it’s just really great to 
see families coming out to do this 

kind of  activity together.”
Steve Leach got his start in 

farming as a child growing up on 
an Illinois grain farm. Now he and 
his family have their own piece of  
ground and are thrilled to provide 
family, friends and neighbors 
with healthy, fresh-from-the-farm 
goodness.

The farm was established in 
2011 on the former site of  Soder’s 
horse farm, and has since grown to 
possess over 5 acres of  strawber-
ries in production, along with 250 
honeyberry plants and 60+ head of  
beef  cattle.

Honeyberries, a cold, hardy fruit 
that’s described as looking like an 
oblong blueberry, is another staple 
of  Clearwater Farms.

“They are originally from 
Siberia, so we felt like it would be 
perfect for Wisconsin,” said Jennie.

She described the flavor as being 
tart, something that, she said, is 
something children have expressed 
a love for.

Along with ripe berries and fresh 
produce such as sweet corn and 
pumpkins, Clearwater Farms is 
also proud to provide 100% grass-
fed, rotationally-grazed beef.

“We try to be environmentally 
mindful with how we care for the 
cows,” said Jennie.

Every day, cows are rotated 
between pastures, so that they’re 
able to have a source of  fresh grass 
daily. The feeding pattern is also 
helpful with grass growth in pas-
tures, Jennie explained.

The cattle of  Clearwater Farms 
are a cross between the standard 
Hereford breed and the Galloway, a 
breed originally from Scotland and 
better suited for colder climates 
like seen in Wisconsin.

Other produce grown by 
Clearwater Farms are blueberries, 
raspberries, rhubarb, sugar snap 
peas, asparagus, sweet corn, and 
pumpkins, and the farm occasion-
ally sets up shop at the Eagle River 
Farmers Market.

Pick-your-own strawberry sea-
son generally starts in late June 
and runs through mid-July.

Jennie said that updates as to 
when Clearwater Farms is open for 
picking can be found by calling the 
farm’s Berry Hotline at 855-479-
FARM or by visiting the Clearwater 
Farms Facebook page.

Clearwater Farms is located at 
1824 Lighthouse Lodge Road, Eagle 
River.

Famous for its play-
ing conditions, the 
Eagle River Golf  Course 
(ERGC), founded in 1923, 
is set to celebrate its 
100th season with resi-
dents and visitors spend-
ing time in the North 
Woods this summer.

Minn., and features 
strategically bunkered 
greens, narrow forested 
fairways, and prevalent 
water hazards.

Recently, a beautifica-
tion project took place at 
the golf  course, add-
ing new flowers to the 
scenery. “This is one 
of  the most beautiful 
courses you will ever 
play — wooded, watered, 
carefully groomed, and 
totally in keeping with 
the unspoiled beauty 
of  Wisconsin’s North 
Woods,” added Sable.
