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‘Hatchet Choppers’ taking part in BUILD Moto competition
With help from Harley employees, THS students will design, rebuild motorcycle

TOMAHAWK – Several 
Tomahawk High School 
(THS) students are partner-
ing with employees from 
Harley-Davidson to partici-
pate in this year’s BUILD 
Moto competition. 

The “Hatchet Choppers” 
are representing Toma-
hawk in the competition, 
which sees teams of  six stu-
dents from Wisconsin high 
schools organized to design 
and rebuild a motorcycle to 
American Motorcycle As-
sociation (AMA) fl at track 
racing standards.

The competition is of-
fered by BUILD, a non-
profi t organization work-
ing with Harley-Davidson, 
that “(builds) trade and life 
skills through motorcycle 
fabrication.”

“It all began with an 
idea,” BUILD’s website 
states. “Teach tech skills 

to high school students 
through motorcycle build-
ing. The idea turned into 
BUILD Moto, with teams of  
high school students paired 
with mentors and faculty 
members.” 

Through a multi-year 
partnership, Harley-David-
son is donating XG500s to all 
the teams in the program, 
along with support and 
technical training mentors. 

“Our involvement with 

BUILD Moto represents 
our commitment to STEM 
learning and helping to 
teach the next generation 
of  designers, engineers 
and trades experts,” said 
Shanna Beanan, Harley-
Davidson STEAM Program 
Manager. “Working with 
high schoolers who are 
empowered to create a bike 
that is race-ready is really 

rewarding. It’s a thrill to 
see their confi dence grow 
during the build and show-
case what they’ve learned 
as the pit crew on Race Day 
and a skills challenge.”

According to the website, 
each team is matched with 
at least one faculty advisor 
from their school and up to 
three mentors who act as 
coaches and team leaders, 

encouraging students to 
plan, design and complete 
their build. 

Each team is provided 
a motorcycle, along with 
parts support.

Teams are judged on de-
sign, execution and comple-
tion of  milestones through-
out the build timeline, which 
runs through May, when the 
winner will be chosen.

Little Rice Fire Department, Nicolet College partner on ice rescue, cold water training exercise

TOWN OF LITTLE RICE 
– The Little Rice Fire De-
partment, in partnership 
with Nicolet College, held 
a cold water and ice res-
cue training class on Lake 
Killarney late last month.

A release from the Little 
Rice Fire Department said 
the training, o� ered on 
Saturday, Jan. 25, provided 
invaluable education and 
hands-on experience for 25 
participants from the Little 
Rice, Pine Lake, Minocqua 
and Fence (Florence Coun-
ty) fi re departments.

“The day began with a 
three-hour classroom ses-
sion at the Little Rice Fire 
Department, where partici-
pants learned the princi-
ples of  ice rescue, practiced 
knot-tying techniques and 
familiarized themselves 
with specialized rescue 
equipment,” the release 
stated. “Following this, the 
group headed onto the ice 
at Lake Killarney to put 
their training into action, 
conducting realistic ice res-
cue drills.”

“This training is crucial 
for our fi refi ghters and res-
cue personnel,” said Little 
Rice Fire Department Chief  
Larry Mathein. “With so 
many lakes and streams in 

our coverage area, ice/wa-
ter rescues are a real possi-
bility every year. It’s impor-
tant to stay prepared, both 
for our safety and for the 
safety of  our community.”

The release said statis-
tics underscore the impor-
tance of  ice rescue training, 
noting that according to re-

cent reports, Wisconsin ex-
perienced seven ice rescues 
over one weekend in late 
January, “highlighting the 
dangers of  unpredictable 
ice conditions.” 

“The training at Little 
Rice comes at a critical 
time, ensuring local fi re 
departments are ready to 

respond to emergencies in 
these challenging condi-
tions,” the release stated.

According to the release, 
last year, the department 
successfully assisted in the 
rescue of  a father and son 
who fell through the ice 
while fi shing on the Willow 
Reservoir. 

“That rescue was made 
possible thanks to our 
training, specialized equip-
ment including ice rescue 
suits and the department’s 
rescue sled, which can tra-
verse both ice and open wa-
ter,” the release said.

Participants in the recent 
training were enthusiastic 

about the hands-on nature 
of  the exercises. 

“The opportunity to 
practice in real conditions 
is invaluable,” one attend-
ee remarked. “Knowing 
we have the skills and the 
tools to make a di� erence 
gives us the confi dence to 
respond e� ectively.”

“It’s great to train along-
side neighboring depart-
ments,” another partici-
pant added. “Teamwork is 
critical during these types 
of  emergencies.”

Mathein emphasized 
the importance of  ongoing 
training. 

“Our goal is to be as pre-
pared as possible for any 
scenario, and this class is a 
big part of  that continuing 
preparation,” he stated.

The Little Rice Fire De-
partment is a volunteer 
organization comprised of  
30 members. The depart-
ment’s jurisdiction covers 
approximately 150 square 
miles of  the townships of  
Little Rice and Lynne, in-
cluding numerous lakes 
and streams.

A&L Committee selects broker for Pine Crest sale

MERRILL – On Wednes-
day, Jan. 8, the Lincoln 
County Administrative 
and Legislative (A&L) 
Committee adjourned into 
closed session to evaluate 
the broker proposals re-
ceived to select a broker 

to represent the county to 
facilitate the sale of  Pine 
Crest Nursing Home. 

All members of  the 
A&L Committee were 
present at the meeting, 
including Chair Jesse 
Boyd, Greg Hartwig, Lori 
Anderson-Malm, Angela 
Cummings, Marguerite 
Lyskawa, Ken Wickham 

and Julie DePasse.
Afterward, the meeting 

reconvened into open ses-
sion to take action on the 
items discussed in closed 
session.

DePasse made a motion 
and Wickham seconded a 
motion “to award the bro-
kerage contract of  Pine 
Crest Nursing Home to 

Marcus & Millichap as the 
committee believes it is 
the most advantageous bid 
for Lincoln County, and to 
further authorize the Ad-
ministrative Coordinator, 
Corporation Counsel, and 
Board Chairman to nego-
tiate the contract terms.” 

The motion carried on a 
voice vote. 

The Lincoln County 
Board had previously 
passed a resolution grant-
ing the A&L Committee 
the authority to select the 
broker for this purpose.

Marcus & Millichap 
is the same broker that 
helped facilitate the offer 
to sell Pine Crest which 
the buyer terminated on 

June 28, 2024, in response 
to a lawsuit filed to stop 
the sale by Lincoln Coun-
ty Board Supervisor Don-
ald Dunphy. 

That sale had been set 
to close June 30, 2024, and 
had then been postponed 
to Sept. 30, 2024, but did 
not take place.

Readers are invited to submit questions about God, the
Bible, and religion. I shall try to answer them for you using the
Bible as my �nal authority.

Last week we began looking at the question, How did
we get the Bible? We shall continue looking at this with the
question, Why are some books not in the Bible? There are
many religious books that have been known and read in the
last 2,000 years that were never accepted as part of the Bible
by most Christians.

It is generally accepted that the Old Testament was
completed by 435 BC, Malachi being the last prophet to write.
This has historically been the position of the Jewish people
and the Christian Church.

In the �rst century AD, Josephus (a Jewish historian,
born 37/38 AD) states what was the accepted belief of the
Jews of his day about the Old Testament; that from the time of
Artaxerxes (Persian king about 420 BC), there was a written
history of the Jewish people that was not inspired by God
(the Apocrypha) because there had been no prophet in Israel
since the time of Artaxerxes (Against Apion, 1.41). In the New
Testament, we �nd Jesus and the Apostles quoting the Old
Testament almost 300 times as inspired by God, but not the
books of the Apocrypha.

Thebooksof theApocrypha include: 1 and2Esdras,Tobit,
Judith, Rest of Esther, Wisdom of Solomon, Ecclesiasticus,
Baruch, Epistle of Jeremiah, Song of the Three Holy Children,
Susanna, Bel and the Dragon, the Prayer of Manasseh, and 1
and 2 Maccabees. Some Bibles included them for an historical
reference, but with the note that they are not inspired by God.
It was not until the time of the Reformation (1546 AD) that
the Roman Catholic Church canonized the Apocrypha, but the
rest of Christianity continues to reject the Apocrypha as not
inspired by God.

There are also books written during and after the �rst
century AD that have not been accepted by Christians as
a part of the New Testament. Some of these are: Gospel
of Judas, Gospel of St. Thomas, Gospel of Peter, Gospel
of Barnabas, Epistle to the Laodiceans, The Shepherd of
Hermes, and others; many of which were not written until the
second century, long after the Apostles had died. From early
on, Christians have generally rejected these writings as not
inspired by God.

Christians and Jews very early on have recognized the
Bible to teach that God would direct His people into the truth.
Therefore, the writings not recognized as inspired by God, are
not a part of the Bible. Jesus told His disciples the night before
He was taken and cruci�ed, that He would give His Spirit to
His people, and His Spirit would guide them into all truth (John
16:12,13). God is the God of truth and promised that the truth
would be known. God said that what He would give to us,
would be our responsibility to learn and obey (Deuteronomy
29:29). The issue is, will we read and believe what God has
given to us?

Revelation 14: The People, The Message, The Harvest
Revelation chapter 14 presents a powerful vision of warning
and judgment, but also one of hope. We see a group of faithful
believers (verse 1-5), their urgent messages to the world (verses
6-12), and the climactic moments of the �nal harvest at the
Second Coming of Jesus (Verses 13-20).

The People
We �nd in Revelation 14, a group of Gods people who are
completely devoted to God and “follow the Lamb wherever He
goes.” These people are faithful to God in spite of the corruption
and deception that surrounds them in the world. Their purity is
not simply personal morality, but rather their loyalty to God in
a world �lled with compromise. They are redeemed of mankind
because they have been saved from their sins. And they are now
being set up to help present the most important message the
world has ever heard.

The Message
There are three parts to this message. The �rst part (verses
6-7) is a call to share the Everlasting Gospel and call people to
worship God as Creator. The phrase “the hour of His judgment
has come,” tells us that this world will not last forever, and gives
us urgency in our mission to share the message of salvation as
far and as fast as possible, because Jesus really is coming back
very soon.
The second part of the message (verse 8) declares “Babylon is
fallen, is fallen.” This is the corruption and deception, whether in
religion or oppressive powers. This message is an urgent appeal
for God’s people to separate from anything that is leading them
away from God because time is short.
The third part of the message (verses 9-12) is the most urgent
of all. It draws a very clear line of distinction between believers
who remain faithful to God and the conformity and compromise
of the fallen world. In contrast with compromising Babylon,
God’s people follow the lamb wherever He goes, and “keep the
commandments of God and have the faith of Jesus.”

The Harvest
And �nally the harvest is the �nal judgment. The ripened grains
are the people who have chosen to be faithful to God, ready to
be gathered into Gods kingdom. The grapes are those who have
rejected Jesus and His salvation. This The time for decision
making is almost at an end. Have you made your decision? Will
you be faithful to God or fall into compromise and conformity?

The Appeal
Do you want to follow Jesus where ever He goes? Now is your
chance to start following Him. Read Gods word the Bible. Pray.
Follow what is God’s word and the Holy Spirit are telling you
to do.
Do you want to help share the Everlasting Gospel to the world?
Begin right where you live, work, and play. People need Jesus
saving power right here and now.
Do you want to be ready for the harvest? Ask Jesus into your
heart today. The Savior is waiting to enter your heart. Why don’t
you let Him come in?

WISCONSIN – With re-
spiratory virus season un-
derway, Aspirus Health re-
cently provided critical tips 
for those with diabetes.

New IRS Direct File program available to Wisconsin taxpayers

WISCONSIN – The Wis-
consin Department of  Reve-
nue (DOR) is reminding the 
public that Direct File, the 
new free option for filing 
federal taxes, is available 
for Wisconsin taxpayers. 

The individual income 
tax filing season began on 
Monday, Jan. 27. 

A release from DOR said 
Direct File is a free Inter-
nal Revenue Service (IRS) 
program that o�ers a safe 

and secure way for eligible 
Wisconsin taxpayers to file 
their federal income tax re-
turns electronically. 

“Direct File integrates 
seamlessly with WisTax, 
DOR’s free online tax prep-
aration software for filing 
Wisconsin state taxes,” 
DOR stated. “Both plat-
forms are fast, secure, easy 

to use and mobile-friendly.”
DOR said Direct File au-

tomatically imports the 
verified information from 
federal returns to WisTax, 
eliminating the need to 
complete W-2s, 1099s and 
additional forms twice. 

“Not only does this save 
time; it reduces the likeli-
hood of  errors, making it 
among the fastest refund op-
tions available,” DOR noted.

Direct File is available to 
many taxpayers, but it’s im-
portant to check eligibility 

and register first, according 
to DOR.

I laughed, 
feeling a rush of  appreciation for her 
words. Jimmy, wearing the black fedora 
I’d finally given him after months of  prom-
ises, tipped it with a grin. I was wearing one 
too. We traded stories about “the good old 
days,” and he launched into a tale I’d heard 
before. I didn’t mind. I never did.

But my visit was more subdued this time 
because not everyone was there anymore 
including Francis, whose presence had al-
ways been both tender and sharp. Nick and 
Jack were also gone; their chairs, once as 
familiar as their faces, sat empty around 
the tables.

Lark pulled me into 
one last embrace before I pushed the but-
tons at the exit door to let myself  out.

As the door clicked shut behind me, I 
couldn’t help but reflect on the inevitable. 
Someday, I’ll be in a place like this. Every-
thing will be taken care of—meals, medica-
tions, and all the needs of  a frail body. But 
even with all the care in the world, the lone-
liness lingers. Most of  the residents were 
waiting, one step away from the reunion 
that comes when the spirit departs a worn-
out body. Still, there was beauty in that wait-
ing. It wasn’t despair but a quiet anticipation 
of  something more—a peace I could almost 
feel as I walked to my car.

Driving away, I thought about the rest 
of  my day and all my tomorrows.

Current Spaces and Empty Chair Echoes
PUBLISHER’S LETTER Fishing Report: A hardwater year to remember

NORTHERN WISCON-

SIN – We’ve got 18 to 24 
inches of  ice on most 
bodies of  water now, and 
people are driving their ve-
hicles out on many lakes. 

We seem to have a fairly 
normal winter pattern 
coming this week, but as 
has been the case all year, 
things can change quickly. 
It sure feels good out there 
on the days when the sun 
is shining – bring your 
sunscreen! That, along 
with the noticeably longer 
daylight, can make for a re-
ally nice day on the ice.

With the little bit of  
snow we got last week, 
it sure is beautiful in the 
woods and on the lakes 
right now. 

Walleye fishing has been 
decent, aside from the ups 
and downs that come with 
the extreme changes in 
temperature we’ve had for 
the last few weeks. We’ve 
had some good late after-
noon runs on the Chain, 
and on some of  the bigger 
lakes. The early morning 
and after-dark bites are 
the strongest. We’re see-
ing these fish in or near 
the holes, and most action 

coming from tip-ups with 
medium sized shiners. On 
some of  the deeper lakes, 
anglers have been getting 
some good action jigging 
with minnow heads in 
deeper water, basically as 
deep as you can go. Deep, 
green weed edges are a 
great place to set up.

Northern have been 
the most consistent game 
fish for the last several 
weeks. Both jigging over 
deeper weeds and tip-up 
action has been good, and 
the best thing about this 
fish is that it’s a daytime 
feeder. Try setting some 
tip-ups with large shiners 
in or near weeds mid-day, 
and do some pan fishing at 
the same time, in the same 
areas.

Panfishing slowed down 
a lot during the last cold 
front, though things seem 
to have recovered. We’re 
seeing a lot more green 
weeds than normal for 
this time of  the year, with 
the lack of  snow cover 
– and those weeds are 
what you’re looking for. 
We have heard of  some 
decent crappie action in 
the holes on the Chain, 
as schools of  crappie are 

roaming through those 
holes at di�erent depths. 
Both tip-downs rigged 
with minnows and jigging 
with waxies on vertical 
jigs about five feet o� the 
bottom have been produc-
tive. We’ll see a lot more 
of  this action as things 
move toward spring. The 
bluegill have been hitting 
on waxies or red spikes in 
the weeds. Perch are on the 
mud flats. Look for them 
to be near the bottom in 
softer areas where they’ll 
hang out for the rest of  the 
winter. 

It looks like we’ve got a 
little more snow coming 
this week. We’ll take it! 
The little bits we’ve had 
have made for just “ok” 
skiing and snowmobiling. 
No need for snowshoes yet 
this year – but there’s still 
time. We’ve got a lot to look 
forward to as far as the 
fishing goes. This is one 
of  those hardwater years 
that you’ll remember for 
decades to come, with fan-
tastic ice conditions and 
no slush! Get out there and 
enjoy it while you can.
