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Diploma display ideas

Graduation day is one of the
proudest moments in students’
academic careers. Diplomas
are symbolic of hours spent
honing skills and working on
assignments and, ultimately,
success in the classroom. High
school diplomas represent an
opportunity to go on to high-
er learning or a trade, while
college degrees indicate young
people are ready to begin their
professional lives.

Often the security depos-
it is the same as the credit limit.
Gift-givers can help establish se-
cured cards for grads by providing

the funds for the security deposits.

« Wireless earbuds or head-
phones: Upgrade grads’ audio
with the newest wireless earbuds
or headphones. This way they can
take them to the gym or use them
to listen to shows or music while
sharing spaces with others, in-
