She 

inquires about family members and their health, remembering them 

all. 
“During this time in history when we are fighting COVID-19, this 

great-grandmother is running this site alone. She comes every single 

day, opens and closes the site so we, the people of Green Pond, can ex-

perience some sort of normalcy in our daily lives,” said resident Louise 

Davidson. “She never complains and wants no glory. It’s remarkable 

that you can feel like you are going to your grandmother’s house when 

you are actually just going to empty trash. But that’s how special she 

makes us all feel,” said Davidson.
Nimmons doesn’t feel that she is all that unique or special.

“This is just what I feel I should do,” said Nimmons.

When told that she was appreciated and loved by the grateful com-

munity for her service to them, Nimmons tearfully smiled.

“That is so nice. I love this community, and I am just here to help.”
