Retired SLED agent and author 
Rita Shuler has published a book on 
the May 27, 1978, murder of Walter-
boro resident Elaine Fogle.Fogle was found that Sunday 

morning dead in her home on Le-
macks Street by her roommate and 
a friend about 1:45 a.m. Fogle was 
covered in blood, partially nude on 
the living room floor, severely beat-
en and sexually assaulted. She had 
been strangled with a fire poker bent 
around her neck.Her death began an investigation 

that lasted for 37 years, finally solved 

due to the efforts of Shuler and now 

Chief Deputy Gean Johnson. Their 

investigation resulted in the arrest of 

Willie Butterfield, who is still held in 

a mental institution.The book chronicles the various 

facts, evidence and efforts of local 

law enforcement and SLED to solve 

the murder over the years.At the time of the murder, Shuler 

was supervisor of the SLED Foren-
sics Photography Lab. In 1978, all 

photos were on film (digital photog-
raphy had not yet been invented). 

Shuler had been with SLED for just 

seven months when she received the 

film from the crime scene from the 

Walterboro Police Department. (She worked for SLED for 24-and-a-half years before retiring in 2001.)
“A strange sen-sitivity and visual moment came over me as I viewed the photographs. I no-ticed that Elaine and 

I had very similar taste in dress,” 

Shuler said in the book. “She had 

personal items in her home that I 

had in my home — country things, a 

butter churn, stone jugs and a hand-
operated corn sheller.”That connection with Elaine 

stayed with Shuler over the years. 

She was persistent, determined to 

one day find her killer, even after her 

retirement in 2001. But while the 

evidence existed in 1978, a way to 

identify an unknown suspect didn’t. 

Linking the Fogle evidence with new 

technology was not successful until 

Shuler’s and Johnson’s investigation 

in 2015.
When Johnson started his cold 

case investigation, Police Chief Wade 

Marvin gave Shuler permission to 

help. That permission gave her ac-
cess to records and evidence she 

didn’t previously have. And together, 

she and Johnson worked together to 

re-examine the case files and apply 

today’s technology to the evidence.
The result was Willie Butterfield.
The book contains fascinating 

information on the murder: the 

evidence, the people involved in in-
vestigations over the years, Elaine’s 

family and Shuler’s interaction with 

them, photos, how she and Johnson 

eventually closed the case after just 

four months.Books are available for pre-order 

from Amazon, Arcadia Publishing 

and The History Press, www.arca-
diapublishing.com or www.histo-
rypress.net but will not be shipped 

until February 1.Shuler also plans a book-signing 

on March 13 at 1 p.m. at The Colle-
ton Museum. Books will be available

Book published on 37-year-old murder

Jimmy Hiott, CEO of the Colleton Medical Center, 

gave a Covid update and the hospital’s response at 

the Colleton County Legislative Delegation virtually 

meeting on Jan. 5. Hiott said CMC currently has 35 Covid positive 

patients in house. “This is a peak for us,” said Hiott. 

“This is causing difficulties on our floors, especially 

on hall two where we admit those (Covid) patients. 

This also impacts our emergency room regarding wait 

time. This is stretching everyone, but we are doing 

the best we can. Pray that the vaccine helps. Over 40 

percent of hospital employees have been vaccinated. 

At this time, 416 employees have received their first 

dose of the vaccine, and 167 have received their sec-

ond dose. The Hospital Association and DHEC are 

next moving outside the hospital to (vaccinate) other 

health care facilities: home health care employees, 

hospice — requesting enough vaccines to help those 

who need it, hoping to slow the pandemic. CVS and 

Walgreens will be giving vaccinations and cover the 

health care professional workforce.”
According to Hiott, the hospital is working to 

Dr. David Greene of Colleton County Fire Rescue 

gave a report regarding the latest Covid situation in 

the county at the Tuesday Jan. 5 meeting of Colleton 

County Council. According to Greene, Jan. 5 is day 295 of week 44 

of Covid. Last week in S.C., 22,434 people were re-

ported to have Covid — 10,000 more cases than were 

reported during the summer peak.
Colleton is trending slightly higher than the state 

average of people contracting Covid with a 30 percent 

positivity rate. “This indicates a high level of public 

transmission throughout the county and state,” said 

Greene. “The mortality rate here is 3.1 percent, which 

is higher than the state and national mortality rates

Former mayor and community leader Charlie Sweat of 

Walterboro died on Jan. 12 of natural causes, according to 

Deputy Coroner Wayne Walker.
Sweat dedicated his life to public service, working to 

improve the quality of life and the future of Walterboro.

Sweat’s political career began in 1978 with his election 

to Walterboro City Council, where he served until 2005. 

He was elected mayor of Walterboro in 2005 and served 

until 2009. Other duties included 29 years of service as 

a representative on the Lowcountry Council of Govern-

ments, for which he was a three-time chairman.

A native of Walterboro, Sweat was the son of Mr. and 

Mrs. Harris Sweat and the grandson of longtime Walter-

boro Mayor H.H. “Cap” Sweat. A graduate of Colleton 

County schools, he attended Georgia Southern College. 

He was a member of the Walterboro Jaycees, the Colleton 

County Alcohol and Drug Abuse Commission, and the 

Edisto River Basin Task Force. He was also president of 

the South Carolina Nature-Based Tourism Association 

and a member of the advisory boards of the Medical 

University of South Carolina Children’s Hospital Fund 

and the South Carolina Department of Parks, Recreation 

and Tourism. He worked diligently to preserve the his-

toric Live Oak Cemetery in Walterboro.
Sweat served as a member of several boards, including 

the Colleton County Rice Festival, Friends of the Edisto,
