Orange Butter Sauce:
 1 1/2  cups Florida Orange Juice
 2 1/2  tablespoons unsalted butter

Orange Biscuits:
 1 1/2  tablespoons granulated sugar
 2  teaspoons grated orange zest
	 2		 cups	bleached	all-purpose	flour,	plus		
   additional for kneading
 1 2/3  tablespoons baking powder
 3/4  teaspoon salt
 1/2  cup shortening
 1/2  cup whole milk 
 1/4  cup Florida Orange Juice

To make orange butter sauce: Boil orange juice  
5 minutes, or until reduced by half. Add butter and 
stir until melted.

Judge Jean Toal denied Alex Murdaugh’s 

bid for a new double-murder trial on Monday, 

January 29th after his defense team accused 

a clerk of court of tampering with a jury.
Toal announced her decision just after 

5 p.m. Monday.  She ruled that even if 

Colleton County Clerk Becky Hill did tell 

jurors to watch Murdaugh’s actions and 

body language on the stand, the defense 

failed to prove that such comments directly 

influenced their decision to find him guilty.

In a hearing that began with testimony 

from 11 of the 12 Jurors (The 12th testified 

on Friday.  January 26th due to a scheduling 

conflict.).  The proceeding continued 

after the lunch break with testimony from 

Colleton County Clerk of Court, Becky Hill.  

Following Hill, Rhonda McElveen Clerk 

of Court for Barnwell County was brought 

to the stand to answer questions about her 

friendship with Hill.McElveen, who assisted Hill during the 

trial, testified that Hill suggested before the 

trial that they should write a book about the 

case together, “because she wanted a lake 

house and I wanted to retire.”
McElveen under cross-examination, 

testified that she didn’t reach out to the trial 

Judge Newman because she didn’t believe 

any of Hill’s comments rose to the level of 

misconduct.Two jurors from last year’s Alex 

Murdaugh murder trial said they heard 

the Colleton County clerk of court make 

comments before Murdaugh took the stand 

in his defense.The first juror called during the hearing 

Monday said that Hill influenced her 

decision.  When further questioned by Toal 

the juror said the jury had pressured her in 

her decision.A second juror told retired South Carolina 

Chief Justice Jean Toal Hill made a comment 

to watch Murdaugh’s body language but that 

did not influence his decision on the verdict. 

Toal said after reviewing the full 

transcript of the six-week trial, she couldn’t 

overturn the verdict based “on the strength 

of some fleeting and foolish comments by 

a publicity-seeking clerk of court.” Toal 

ultimately said Hill was not a completely 

credible witness.

Murdaugh Denied Retrial

In an evidentiary hearing held January 29, 2024 

Colleton County Clerk of Court Rebecca “Becky” Hill, 

testified to the accusations of jury tampering.  Murdaugh’s 

motion for a new trial rested on the accusation that Hill 

tampered with the jury during the double murder trial of 

Alex Murdaugh, where he was found guilty.  The burden 

of proof rested with Murdaugh’s defense team with former 

State of South Carolina Supreme Court Justice Jean Toal 

stating that Murdaugh had to “show that the clerk had 

made an improper comment and that influenced the jury.”  

Throughout the questioning from Chief Prosecuting 

Attorney for the State of South Carolina Creighton Waters, 

Murdaugh defense attorney Dick Harpootlian, and from 

Judge Toal, Hill denied the allegations of jury tampering 

stating at one point that she did not have a conversation 

about anything related to the trial with any juror. During 

her rendering of the verdict Judge Toal said that while she 

found that comments made by Hill did not influence the 

jury, she was not credible as a witness and that Hill “was 

attracted by the siren call of celebrity”.  Toal also noted that 

“fleeting and foolish comments by a publicity influenced clerk of court” does not require a 

new trial. The SLED investigations into Mrs. Hill’s actions and conduct are still ongoing.  

The investigations are regarding Mrs. Hill’s interactions with the jury of the Murdaugh trial, 

and secondly, regarding whether she used her public office for personal gain.
